BEFORE MASS. I… 
 

    One of my tasks as the Director of Liturgy is 
to educate folks about the liturgy itself.  In a 
past article, I gave the definition of Liturgy as 
“the work of the people” and that it takes each 
of us to make the liturgy happen. 
    In this article and those that follow, I would 
like to take the liturgy “piece by piece”, so to speak, so that we 
can all learn the importance of the Mass and why certain things 
are done.  Before doing so, I’d like to focus on what we, as 
individuals, do before Mass begins.  
    The time before Mass is a crucial time.  We might be very 
busy dealing with all kinds of activities such as getting children 
ready, sleeping for as long as we can, or waiting until the last 
minute to dash to Church, and any number of other situations. 
Things can be noisy.  Perhaps the TV is on so we can catch up 
on the latest news, or while driving to Church listening to the 
news or music on the radio in the car.  I am not judging this; life 
pulls us in all kinds of directions.  However, how do we bring 
ourselves to "quiet" to celebrate the Mass?  Have we reflected 
on the Scriptures that will be used on Sunday?  What a great 
way to get children involved -Bibles for children will have these 
readings as well! 
    The Church still requires a fast.  This one-hour fast 
(abstaining from food or drink, with the exception of water) 
before Mass is another way to prepare to participate in this 
wonderful prayer of the Church.  Liturgy is a time for believers to 
come together and celebrate the Eucharistic Sacrifice of Jesus.  
We are reminded in the Catechism of the Catholic Church to 
“observe the fast required… Bodily demeanor (gestures, 
clothing) ought to convey the respect, solemnity, and joy of this 
moment when Christ becomes our guest.” #1387.  This 
paragraph also quotes Canon Law #919, “One who is to receive 
the Most Holy Eucharist is to abstain from any food or drink, 
with the exception only of water and medicine, for at least the 
period of one hour before Holy Communion.”  The Canon goes 
on to say:  “Those who are advanced in age or who suffer from 
any infirmity, as well as those who take care of them, can 
receive the Most Holy Eucharist even if they have taken 
something during the previous hour.”  So, for those who suffer 
from diabetes or other illness please do not put your health at 
risk. 
    The fast also requires appropriate dress (dress that does not 
cause others to be distracted from prayer).  It asks that we not 
bring water into Church unless it is used for medical needs.  
Gum and candy are considered foods and ought not be used in 
Church.  Yes, I do think we can feel relaxed in Church, but 
Church is also the place where in we celebrate our God, we 
meet God at God’s banquet table.  Just how well do we prepare 
ourselves spiritually for this encounter?  
    As Catholics we have a wonderful gift in the Eucharist.  Prior 
to Mass we try to prepare ourselves as much as we can.  What 
more can I do to prepare for God?
