If you're looking for consolation from today’s readings,
you're going to have to practice the virtue of patience. The
first two readings are as cranky as they come. The
passage from Ezekiel is a wonderfully sarcastic diatribe
against the tyrant du jour, who is headed for a bad end that
includes being tossed into a pit “in the heart of the sea.”
Since few of us are absolute monarchs, it's hard to
personalize this particular passage. The second reading
hits a little closer to the bone, with Moses ranting at the
blockheads who want all of the perks of being God'’s
Chosen People, but none of the responsibilities. We've all
been there, and more than once.

The third reading, about the Rich Young Man, finally
brings it all home. When you add this one to the mix, it
suddenly becomes clear that all of the readings are about
the consequences of being full of yourself instead of being
full of God. Jesus acknowledges that it's an impossible
thing to do... on your own. But with God’s help, the eye of
the needle suddenly expands to just your size.

I'll admit | was never very good with children - my own
offspring included. In a brief career as an instructor of
college freshmen, | burned out in what surely was record
time in academia - a mere two semesters. A friendly
colleague advised me, more or less, that | was too insecure
and tried to mask it, in part, with heavy doses of sarcasm.
A sarcastic 30-ish adult with a big chip on his shoulder does
not provide a warm, welcoming atmosphere for children.

In a similar passage in Mark 9:37, Jesus reminds the
disciples of the need to “receive” (welcome, acknowledge,
accept) children. Reflecting on that gave me a clue as to
why children probably couldn’t feel very welcome in my
presence: | never fully “received” (welcomed,
acknowledged, accepted) the child in myself - my fear,
insecurity and neediness. | hope | have learned a little
about how to “receive” that fearful little child in myself - at
least to recognize the vital importance of trying to do so for
my own spiritual maturity and for my relationships with
others, whatever their age.

Once the gifts have been taken to the altar, the presider prays in silence as the congregation is led in song yet the
liturgical action that we witness can be done in silence. The presider will raise the bowl of unconsecrated bread and
say, “Blessed are you, Lord, God of all creation...” This prayer is akin to the Jewish Berekah, or blessing. It reminds
us, again, that our tradition arose out of the Jewish synagogue and like the Jewish people of yesterday and today, we
acknowledge that what we are given comes from God. Then the presider or deacon will pour a small amount of water
into the carafe of wine. He speaks these words. “By the mystery of this water and wine may we come to share in the divinity of Christ,
who humbled himself to share in our humanity.” Again, we acknowledge both the divinity and humanity of Christ. The action also
recalls for us that as Jesus died on the cross both water and blood issued forth as the centurion pierced Jesus’ side. After this prayer,
again the Berekah is prayed. We also note that the presider will wash his hands. Since the presider prays, “Lord, wash away my
iniquity; cleanse me from my sin...” it is commonly thought that the presider is praying for forgiveness. Rightly so, however, the action
is also rooted in tradition. Recalling the time when sacrifices to God consisted of animals and fruit that dirtied the hands of the priest.
To offer sacrifice, the priest washed his hands. Today, what we offer is not dirty, but we recall this tradition and the need for continued
forgiveness. It is only then that the presider prays that our sacrifice be acceptable to God for the good of the assembly and for the
good of the entire Church. Even here we are connected to the larger Church. Attendance at Mass allows us to participate as a
community. We are not at Mass as individuals to remain individuals. How aware are we of all that takes place in this introductory
dialog?

Now a little commercial before we move fully into the Liturgy of the Eucharist. I'd like to look at the role that Jansenism played in
attendance at Mass and the reception of communion.

As you may be aware, Jansenism was a heresy that surfaced only in the Catholic Church mainly in France and Spain. Yet, it had a
tremendous impact on how Catholics viewed themselves and their relationship with God and Jesus. In Jansenist thought, human
beings were born sinful, and without divine help a human being could never become good; being good was reseved for those who
were predistened by God to be saved. Ironically, this led the Jansenists to seek a high level of piety and moral rectitude, and insisted
on rigorous conditions for the worthy reception of the Eucharist, so much so that people feared to receive Holy Communion lest they
should be guilty of sacrilege. They had the belief that obedience to divine will was possible only for those on whom god had already
chosen to bestow grace, leaving no room for the exercise of God’s gift of freewill. Thus false pieties/practices arose that had
“magical” overtones to them. Some remain to this day.

Several Popes condemed Jansensim as heretical, even bordering on Calvinism. It wasn’t until Pope Pius X that regular (daily)
communion was encouraged and that the age of first reception of Communion was put at the age of reason, when a child could
distinguish Eucharistic Bread from regular bread. The Church has put that age at 7.

However, until Pius X Catholics did not see themselves as worthy of the Sacrament and various devotions arose because of this.
Some of these devotions caused people to be at Mass just for the time of consecration and leave. Only the priest could touch the host
and the precious blood was reserved for reception by the priest only. If a person received Eucharist, the host was received on the
tongue, which St. James refers to as the most sinful part of the body. Because of the influence of Jansenism, people would bow their
heads, showing their unworthiness to come before God, and beat their breast as part of that unworthiness. Does any of this strike you
as familiar? Though Jansenism flourished mostly in France and Spain, it found its way to the US Church and pieces of it lingers to this
day.

Next week we will look at what follows next in the Mass.

The RCIA process is a way to inquire about becoming
Catholic. During the Inquiry stage of the process one is able to
learn and ask questions so that they will be able to discern if
this is where they belong. If there is a desire to be received
into the Church, the next step is “The Rite of Acceptance” for
the unbaptized or “The Rite of Welcoming” for those baptized
in another Christian faith. This next period is referred to as the
Catechumenate. During the Catechumenate period, one is
taken through a faith journey, guided by the Sunday Scripture
readings, with their sponsor and the RCIA team. This period
continues for several months until another time of discernment.
This is called the Period of Purification and Enlightenment.
The process allows those who are deemed ready, to receive
their Sacraments at the Easter Vigil. We already have a
number of people who are in preparation for next year’'s Rite
and some who are currently in the Inquiry process. This is a
year round process.

We invite those who may be interested in our Catholic faith
or those who may want to look into becoming a sponsor to join
us Tuesday evenings at 7:30 PM in the Parish Hall dining
room.
