Tonight, if 
someone asks you to “pass the shrimp,” you’ll be able 
to shed a little light on a menu that is a delicious 
treasure in our tradition!

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   Love is a fundamental requirement of life. The quest and desire for it has taken on legendary proportions over the ages – it is found 
and expressed in music, religions, arts, literature, songs, and movie plots, and has well made newspaper headlines. The value and 
sweetness of life without it is questionable, because we all have the innate quest for genuine lasting love. All we need is love, because 
God is love, and Jesus, Our Savior came to give and teach us to love. So, we must remember that we’re born into communion and 
partnership with God, in love for the elevation of humankind to greater heights. The sweetness and grandeur of authentic love remains 
a great mystery. 
   The Introduction of the Encyclical Letter, ‘Deus Caritas Est’ of Pope Benedict XVI, which is timely and relevant to our times, wisely 
addresses this term which has become one of the most frequently used and misused of words. It states: “God is love, and he who 
abides in love abides in God, and God abides in him” (1 John 4:16). These words from the Letter of John express with remarkable 
clarity the heart of the Christian faith: the Christian image of God and the resulting image of mankind and its destiny. In the same 
verse, Saint John also offers a kind of summary of the Christian life: “We have come to know and believe in the love God has for us.” 
In order to remain happy and peaceful, we need to dwell in the thought of God’s profound love, and allow it to penetrate, renew and 
transform our lives. In the same way, we must practically develop and build relationships of love, acceptance, and understanding; 
because the source of our peace and harmony in the world lies in treating our neighbors as ourselves with love and dignity. 
   The Gospel of Love, Peace and Mercy is hope for the world today, because it promotes the culture of life as against the prevailing 
signs of our time which encourages the culture of death that wrecks havoc, confusion and despair in the world. The isolation, 
polarisation and fragmentation of social life in our technological age spur the search for genuine love even more urgently. Our people 
yearn for love, desire it, and pay homage to it, as our ancestors paid homage to gods. As a flower pours forth its perfume and 
fragrance to all to enjoy without discrimination, so God also pours out and lavish His love, unconditionally on His children (1 John 3:1-
2). The practical reality and experience of the generous love of God in life, grips us with hope and fulfillment. 
In fact, no one is an accident in the world. God has chosen us all from eternity to be indispensable parts of 
his divine plan - missionaries, priests, religious, pastoral workers, social workers, scientists, psychologists, 
doctors, lawyers, politicians, teachers or civil servants – our ‘vocation’ is a special call to love and serve 
humanity to the glory of God. Each new day presents us with opportunity for shared love and responsible 
service. Like a plant alive responding to the correct amount of water, air and light, for its growth and 
nourishment, so must we cultivate, nurture and develop our love for God, and allow it grow more deeply, or it 
may become dehydrated and wither away. Yes, genuine love for God and our neighbors is what can carry us 
through, in the best of times, and the worst of time in life. We should choose to honor and cherish it because 
it’s the ruling element in life.

 hen I worked in an inner-city parish, a ragged man once 

asked for shelter as we were preparing for Christmas.  
Things were busy, but we let him use our garage.  On 
Christmas Eve as I was rushing around, José came in for a 
cup of coffee.  Feeling chatty, he followed me around, coffee 
in hand, telling me about the wounded pigeon he had 
befriended.  He made a nest for it out of the straw he’d found 
in the garage, where he’d also spread his own sleeping bag. 
   His story finally made me stop:  there was a bale of straw 
in the garage because it was our practice to spread straw on 
the chapel floor for the Christmas liturgy, the straw of Jesus’ 
manger in which we all are born anew.  I know we are told to 
welcome the stranger as if he was Christ himself, but did he 
have to make it so obvious?  Apparently so. 
   The Word was made flesh, and pitched his tent among us.  
We can’t raise ourselves up to him, so he packs up his tent, 
wades into our mess, and  puts himself where we can touch 
him.  We don’t have to get out of our lives to find God; we 
have to get into them.

    No, I didn’t make a typographical error. I want to explain why 
Mary, the mother of Jesus, plays such an important role in the 
Christmas season, as well as in our journey of faith.  
    From the earliest days of the church, Christians have had great 
love and devotion for the Blessed Virgin Mary. On Dec. 8th, we 

celebrated the feast of the Immaculate Conception. Many of my Protestant 
friends have told me that they believe in the Immaculate Conception as well. 
Unfortunately they are a bit confused by the term. This feast celebrates the 
Conception of Mary, born without sin. They, along with much of the mainstream 
media and even some Catholics, think that it is the conception of Jesus in 
Mary’s womb. The conception of Jesus is referred to as the Incarnation. Our 
God needed a perfect vessel to bring His Son to us, hence Mary was born 
without sin and given salvation from her Son in the womb. 
    Mary, who is very visible during Christmas, waited for nine months, as she 
alone knew of God’s ultimate display of love for us. With the birth of Jesus 
setting the tone of all our prayers during this season, we focus on the Son of 
God,” The Word made flesh”. This gift was brought to us through the Blessed 
Virgin, who is the pure instrument used by God to bring His Son into the world. 
Mary is never far from her Son in the prayers of the church during the 
Christmas season. 
    From the Christmas vigil to the Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God on Jan. 1st, 
a special prayer at Mass recalls…”that day when Mary without loss of her 
virginity gave the world its savior.” This time is referred to as the octave of 
Christmas where we have certain feast days. Every one of these eight days is 
celebrated with the same importance and significance as Christmas Day. 
    Dec. 27th is the feast day of St. John The Apostle, the only Apostle who was 
not martyred. Scripture suggests to us that Mary was entrusted to St. John at 
the foot of the cross: “Woman behold your son, and to the disciple he said, 
behold your mother” (John 19:26). Mary was also aware of the massacre of 
infants in Herod’s attempt to kill the newborn Messiah. (Matt: 2:16) The church 
celebrates this feast on Dec. 28th, the feast of the Holy Innocents. This year, 
Dec. 31st is the feast of The Holy Family, Jesus, Mary and Joseph. (JMJ for 
those of you old enough to remember, when in Catholic school, we wrote those 
initials on the top of all our papers)  Jan. 1st is the Solemnity of Mary, the Mother 
of God. We then move past the octave to Epiphany, this year falling on Jan. 7th, 
where Jesus is manifested as the Son of God in the visit from the Magi. Mary 
was most certainly present then. 
    Contrary to popular belief, the church does not celebrate ‘Groundhog Day’ on 
Feb. 2nd.  Instead, on that day, we celebrate forty days after Christmas with The 
Presentation of Jesus in the Temple, as described in the Gospel of Luke 2:22-
38. This is when Simeon said that “Jesus became a revealing light to the whole 
world” and to Mary he said: “and you yourself a sword will pierce”(Luke 2:35) 
foretelling the suffering that she would go through when she would watch her 
son suffer and die. 
    We then come to March 25th, the feast of the Annunciation. (Luke 1:26-38), 
where the Angel Gabriel appears to Mary and she conceives Jesus through the 
power of the Holy Spirit, ‘The Incarnation’. We wait nine months and start all 
over again. 
    From the first moment when our promise from God was delivered, Mary 
cooperated with His plan by saying “yes’. By her “ yes,” she became the perfect 
instrument, the vessel, the tabernacle and the ark that brought us our savior. No 
human being spent more time with Jesus, on this earth, than his mother Mary. 
For thirty-three years she was with Him and she stood by Him at the foot of the 
cross. Jesus gave her to us at the cross and she continues to lead us back to 
Him with her instructions at the wedding feast at Cana: ”Do whatever He tells 
you” (John 2:5) These are the last words that we hear from Mary in scripture 
and they are the words that have rung true for two thousand years. Mary, our 
mother, wants us to join her in walking towards the light of her Son and she 
continues to be the model of love and devotion that we give to our God. 
    Jesus loved and honored His mother, so we too, shall love and honor her. 
Not only do we, as Catholics, desire to keep Christ in Christmas, but we also 
need to have Mary in our Christmas as well.  
 Our Lady Queen of Peace, pray for us! 
 Jesus, Mary and Joseph, pray for us!

SACRAMENT OF THE SICK 
  

   We all know that the Sacrament of the Sick is a 
sacrament offered by the Church for healing in 
sickness; be the sickness physical, mental or 
emotional.  Anyone of any age can receive the 

Sacrament as often as needed.  Unfortunately, many still 
refer to this Sacrament as the "last rites" and often call the 
parish for a priest when an individual is in the dying process. 
The Church has not used the term "last rites" since the 
Vatican II Council, asking the faithful to call for a priest when 
in the need for healing.  
   We know that one of the realities of the Church today is a 
priest shortage.  If a call is made to the Church for the 
Sacrament when someone is in the dying process, there may 
not be enough time for a priest to get to the person, or, a 
priest may not always be available, and only a priest can 
offer the Sacrament.  A deacon cannot because the rite of 
this Sacrament calls for the Sacrament of Reconciliation as 
well. (More information about the Sacrament is available 
outside the parish office in a Catholic Update).  Yes, the 
Church will try to respond if someone calls when a loved one 
is in the dying process.  However, it may be difficult to get a 
priest at the "last minute."     
   Let this short article be a reminder to  take advantage of the 
healing Sacraments of the Church: Reconciliation and the 
Sacrament of the Sick.
