TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

It has been said that the Church breathes with two lungs, East
and West. Some of our family treasures are in the East, and it
is interesting to consider how liturgical families developed
around differing customs. Centuries before Christ, after the
young girl was given to her husband by her father, the spouses
were crowned. Christians retained that custom, keeping the
wedding in the home, and sometimes inviting a
visiting priest or bishop to put the crowns on
their heads. By the fourth century, the crowns
were seen not as royal crowns, but as the
crowns of victory worn by martyrs. The crowns S
have nothing to do with being "king and queen

for a day," but rather speak of the sacrifice of love poured out
fully. There are no vows exchanged at all, but the crowning is
followed by a joyful dance by the priest and couple around the
Gospel book. Unlike Roman law, which saw the wedding rites
as optional, Eastern practice did not recognize a marriage that
had not been blessed. -James Field, J. S. Paluch Co.

%” En este articulo y los que seguiran, me gustaria explicar la Liturgia “parte por parte”, para que todos nosotros
aprendamos la importancia de la Misa y por qué se hacen ciertas cosas. Antes de continuar, me gustaria enfocarme en
lo que nosotros como individuos hacemos antes de que la Misa comience.

El tiempo antes de la Misa es crucial. Puede ser que estemos muy ocupados en nuestras actividades tales como puede ver que
nuestros hijos se alisten, talvez queremos ponernos al dia en las Ultimas noticias asi es que tenemos la television encendida, luego
en el carro prendemos la radio para hacer lo mismo, después buscamos un espacio en el estacionamiento y asi sucesivamente. No
estoy juzgando estos hechos, la vida nos arrastra en diferentes direcciones. Pero, ¢como podriamos tener un momento de quietud
antes de esta celebracion? ¢Hemos reflexionado en las escrituras que seran leidas?

La Liturgia es el momento en que los
creyentes nos unimos y celebramos el Sacrificio Eucaristico de JesUs. EIl Catecismos de la Iglesia Catdlica nos recuerda que
debemos “observar el ayuno prescrito por la Iglesia...la actitud corporal (gestos, vestido) manifiesta el respeto, la solemnidad, el gozo
de ese momento en que Cristo se hace nuestro huesped” # 1387. Este parrafo también nos conduce a la ley candnica # 919. “La
persona que va a recibir la mas Santa Eucaristia debe de abstenerse de comer y beber con excepcién solamente de agua y
medicinas por lo menos por el periodo de una hora antes de la Santa Eucaristia”. La ley canénica continua diciendo: “Los que estan
avanzados en edad o sufren de una enfermedad y las personas que cuidan de ellos, pueden recibir la Santa Eucaristia aun si ellos
han comido o bebido algo durante la hora previa”. Asi que, para esas personas que sufren de diabetes u otras enfermedades por
favor no pongan su salud en riesgo.

El ayuno también requiere del vestuario apropiado (vestuario que no cause la distraccion en la oracion de los demas). Se nos pide
que no traigamos agua a la iglesia a menos que sea usada por razones médicas. Goma de mascar y dulces son considerados
comida y no deben de ser traidos a la Iglesia, o ser ingeridos antes de la Misa. Aunque si, pienso que debemos sentirnos comodos
dentro de la Iglesia, debemos tomar en cuenta que “Iglesia” es también el lugar donde, reunidos en su mesa, celebramos el gran
Banquete de Dios Nuestro Sefior. ¢Qué tan bien nos preparamos para este encuentro?

Como cat6licos tenemos un hermoso regalo en la Eucaristia. Antes de la Misa tratemos de prepararnos lo mas que podamos. ¢Qué
mas podriamos hacer para prepararnos para Dios?

Let's Talk Liturgy...

Last week's article began to address the Penitential Rite in the Mass. Recall that there are 3 options from which
to select as we, a faith community, reflect on our need for forgiveness. The first option, and the one that we are
perhaps most familiar, is the Kyrie Eleison, which is Greek for Lord, have mercy. Here, the presider introduces
our need for God’s mercy and then proceeds with a statement, which may recall our failings. For example: Lord
Jesus, you are the seeker of our unity, Lord, have mercy. Christ Jesus, you are the source of our holiness, Christ
have mercy. Lord Jesus, you are the fountain of our life, Lord have mercy. Each statement calls us to reflect just
how successful we have been with each of these statements.

The second option is to have a sprinkling rite, which we have been using throughout the Easter Season. The sprinkling of holy water
is to recall our baptismal commitment and how well we daily live out that commitment. As Christians, our actions and beliefs are differ-
ent than what the world teaches. How well do we live our Christian life?

The third option, and one that is not used too often, is the prayer we know as the Confiteor. This is a communal prayer in which we
speak aloud our need for God’s mercy because we have sinned. Pay attention to the words:

| confess to Almighty God and to you, my brothers and sisters,
that | have sinned through my own fault in my thoughst and in my words
in what | have done and what | have failed to do...

No one has caused us to sin. We declare openly to the faith community that we have sinned and we are responsible to atone for our
sin. In the very early Church, before the Sacrament of Reconciliation existed, penitents stood before the faith community and listed
their sins and the faith community offered forgiveness. Perhaps this phrase takes us back to those days.

The prayer goes on to state that we need help to lead a more Christian life. And we ask those models of faith—and one another to
help us. We address the Communion of Saints and the Community of believers...

and | ask blessed Mary, ever virgin, all the angels and saints,
and you, my brothers and sisters to pray for me to the Lord our God.

We are not alone in our journey. We need the strength of one another. We are all sinners. These are the people Jesus came to
save—the sick in the soul. By our confession of sin, we rely on God to make us whole, to ready us to hear the Word of God and be
nourished at the table.

Each of the options above frees us from our sin. The presider speaks the words of absolution. But, remember, none of the options
free us from the need of Sacramental Confession if we are in the state of mortal sin.

The RCIA process is a way to inquire about becoming Catholic.
During the Inquiry stage of the process one is able to learn and
ask questions so that they will be able to discern if this is where
they belong. If there is a desire to be received into the Church,
the next step is “The Rite of Acceptance” for the unbaptized or
“The Rite of Welcoming” for those baptized in another Christian
faith. This next period is referred to as the Catechumenate.
During the Catechumenate period, one is taken through a faith
journey, guided by the Sunday Scripture readings, with their
sponsor and the RCIA team. This period continues for several
months until another time of discernment. This is called the Period
of Purification and Enlightenment. The process allows those who
are deemed ready, to receive their Sacraments at the Easter Vigil.
We already have a number of people who are in preparation for
next year's Rite and some who are currently in the Inquiry
process. This is a year round process.

We invite those who may be interested in our Catholic faith or
those who may want to look into becoming a sponsor to join us
Tuesday evenings at 7:30 PM in the Parish Hall dining room.

(Acts 1: The Promise of the Spirit.) While meeting with
the apostles, Jesus enjoined them not to depart from
Jerusalem but to wait for “the promise of the Father about
which you have heard me speak; for John baptized with
water but in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy
Spirit.”

(Acts 2: 1-4) When the time for Pentecost was fulfilled,
they were all in one place together. And suddenly there
came from the sky a noise like a strong driving wind, and
it filled the entire house in which they were. Then there
appeared to them tongues as of fire which parted and
came to rest on each one of them. And they were all
filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in different
tongues, as the Spirit enabled them to proclaim.

Pentecost is the birthday of the Church and we can see in
Acts that the Holy Spirit, by His works, gives life to the
Church. As He worked through Peter, our first Pope, and
the apostles in 30 A.D., He is working through our Pope,
Bishops and Clergy today. The Holy Spirit also works
through us.

When we received the Sacrament of Confirmation we
were anointed with the chrism in the form of a cross on
our forehead, and with the words “ receive the seal of the
Holy Spirit, the Gift of the Father.”

The Gifts given by the Holy Spirit at Confirmation are:
Wisdom, Understanding, Counsel, Fortitude, Knowledge,
Wonder, and Awe. St. Thomas Aquinas taught that these
gifts were necessary to salvation, and he likened them to
the beatitudes that Christ taught.

(The Beatitudes, Matthew 5:3)  “Blessed are the poor in
spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.” Jesus is
saying that to gain the kingdom of heaven we should
never be content with our spiritual life here on earth. We
need to empty ourselves of all the worldly things that hold
us. Being empty will keep us poor in spirit so that we
always have a hunger for more.
