Do We Genuflect, Bow or Curtsy ?

For many centuries, one of the traditions of the Roman
Rite of the Catholic Church has been to genuflect when
we enter into the sanctuary. Where does this tradition
come from? Well, we can go all the way back to St. Paul in his letters
to the Romans (14:11), “For it is written, as | live, says the Lord, every
knee shall bend before me, and every tongue shall give praise to
God,” and to the Philippians (2:10), “that at the name of Jesus every
knee should bend, of those in heaven and on earth and under the
earth...” This means that not only are we to kneel at the name of
Jesus, but also joining us in adoration are all of the angels and saints
in heaven.

The genuflection actually came about from the time when people
were in the presence of the King. If you were a servant or slave, you
would fall to both knees and not look at the king. If you were a visitor,
you would enter and fall to one knee and rise only when invited to do
so by the king. If you were a member of the royal family, you would
fall to one knee (genuflection) and then stand without hesitation.
Members of the royal court would enter standing and only the mother
of the king would be seated in his presence.

We, as Roman Catholics, use this form of worship and reverence
when we come before Jesus in the Eucharist. If we enter into a church
that has the tabernacle in front of us, as we have here at St. Peter and
St. Paul, we genuflect. If we were to go to the new church of the
Sacred Heart in Rancho Cucamonga, where the tabernacle is located
in a separate chapel, we would, instead, bow to the altar. In doing this
we give reverence to the table of the Eucharist, where the miracle
takes place at every Mass. We also bow during the recitation of the
creed when we reflect on the Incarnation of Jesus.

When we genuflect, we take our time and we are deliberate,
reflecting on the true presence of Jesus in the Eucharist. We stop,
stand before Him, and fall to our right knee. We should never be in
such a hurry that we lunge forward or use a curtsy-like motion when
genuflecting. We do not bow our heads at this time, as we are
focusing on Our Lord in the tabernacle.

The priest also genuflects three different times during the Mass. He
does so after elevating the Host, again after elevating the Chalice, and
finally before he takes Communion. The faithful are on their knees
during the first two times and standing during the third. It is very
proper to bow our heads when the priest is genuflecting.

Like the sign of the cross, genuflection is a sacramental that reminds
us that we are in God’s presence. When we enter our church, should
we not make every effort to properly exercise these gestures with
respect and dignity as we come before our King?
