Jesus has 
paid our ransom to ensure that we will share in the 
Kingdom. 
   It is not unusual to think of Jesus' ransom as a punishment 
that he endured. However, it is more accurate, and more like 
Jesus, for us to recognize ransom as God's gift to us.

    I am asking each of you to make a commitment to “Faithful Citizenship .” That means seeing civic and political responsibilities 
through the eyes of faith and bringing our convictions into public life. We have an opportunity and an obligation to shape a world 
more consistent with the values of the Gospel. For those of us who are citizens, it means registering to vote and voting on 
November 7. Those who are not citizens can exercise civic responsibility by encouraging friends and family members who are 
eligible to register and cast their votes.  
    To those of you who are in your late teens and early twenties, I urge you to begin participating in the political process. When I 
was a young man, I was not allowed to vote until I was 21. You have the opportunity to exercise a right that my generation fought 
for.  
    As your spiritual leader, I am not going to tell you for whom to vote. In our document Faithful Citizenship we Bishops say, 
“People of good will and sound faith can disagree about specific application of Catholic principles.” I encourage you to examine the 
position of all the candidates - from local to governor - on a full range of issues, in the light of the Gospel. As Catholics we are called 
to protect the life and dignity of every human person and to promote justice for all people and to support peace in the world. I am 
asking you to put aside partisan politics and look at how each candidate can serve the common good of our neighborhoods, our 
communities, our nation and our world.  
    The November ballot will contain 13 California Propositions which cover a range of issues. The Bishops of California have taken a 
position supporting Proposition 85 , the Parents Right to Know and Child Protection Act . I ask you to seriously consider this 
when you vote.  
    I am asking you to stay involved after the election. Letters and phone calls to elected officials have enormous potential to shape 
the decisions that they will make. That is one way of impacting society so that people’s lives are filled with hope.

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Are Those Rites Right for the Mass? 
 
Most of us have attended a Mass at some time or another 
and maybe noticed a group of people who are studying 
and discerning about becoming Catholic. These people 

are part of a process called RCIA. When they are at Mass, something 
different takes place and the liturgy may take longer. You may be 
asking, what is this RCIA process and where did it come from and why 
do they have to be involved right in the middle of our Sunday liturgies? 
 
After the Second Vatican Council, it had been determined that the 
ancient ‘Order of the Catechumenate’ should be restored in order to 
assist the church in the formation of people who are seeking initiation 
into the Catholic Church. This was established by decree of The 
Sacred Congregation of Rites in the document ‘Cum Nostra Aetate’ on 
January 27, 1966. Twenty years later, (things happen slowly in the 
church) The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) was 
canonically approved by the National Conference of Catholic Bishops. 
Two years later, (we’re moving a little faster now) the bishops 
approved publication of the rite in English and it was now mandatory in 
the dioceses of the United States.  
 
So much for the history and background. You might be asking, what is 
this rite and what does it mean to me as a Catholic in the pew? 
 
The RCIA is a rite of the church no different than the Rite of Marriage, 
The Rite of Confirmation, The Rite of Christian Burial, etc. One thing 
that these rites all have in common is that they have a place in our 
liturgy of the Mass, which by the way, is also a rite. 
 
Since 1988, the Catholic Church has used the RCIA as a process of 
evangelization to introduce new members to our Catholic way of life. 
The rite is infused with symbolism and prayers that are not only for 
those seeking membership, but also to be used as a renewal for the 
faithful, so we are able to reflect on our own journey of faith. The 
process consists of one to two years, depending on whether the 
individual is baptized or not. 
 
Here at St Peter and St Paul, we host the catechumenate at two of our 
weekend Masses, the 9:00 AM and 5:00 PM Sunday.  At those 
liturgies, there is a dismissal rite after the homily that sends forth those 
who are preparing for initiation to reflect on the Word of God. They do 
this until they are prepared and ready to receive Jesus in the Eucharist 
at the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday. We don’t want to invite people to 
dinner and not feed them. That is why they are dismissed so they can 
be nourished with God’s Word. 
 
The proper order for which an un-baptized person receives his/her 
sacraments of initiation are, Baptism, Confirmation and First Holy 
Communion. The rite is for anyone over the age of reason (seven 
years old).  St. Peter & St. Paul currently has a process for adults 
eighteen and over. One for teens, thirteen and older, and we are 
starting a children’s process for those between the ages of seven and 
twelve. 
 
We are blessed to have the fullness of the rite implemented in our 
community and we are thankful for the support of so many sponsors 
and team members who step forward and give of their time to walk 
along side these beautiful people who want to live the Catholic life. 
 
The next time you attend a Mass where there is an RCIA rite, should 
you not give thanks to God for giving you the opportunity to be 
participate in the building up of the “Body of Christ”?

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In California, abortion is legal for any reason, at any time during pregnancy. 
 

¨ A minor girl does not need the consent of her parents or guardians prior to obtaining an abortion, nor does she need to inform 
them of her intentions. 

 

¨ There is no mandated 24-hour “waiting period” between requesting and receiving an abortion. 
 

¨ There are no requirements to provide pictures and facts depicting fetal development, information regarding possible 
complications and health risks, or alternatives like adoption. 
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¨ The family is a community uniquely suited to teach and transmit cultural, ethical, social, sexual and religious values. 
 
¨ Parents have the original, primary and inalienable right to educate their children and must be acknowledged as the first and 

foremost educators of their children. 
 
¨ Public authority must respect and foster the dignity, lawful independence, privacy, integrity and stability of every family. 
 
¨ Parents cannot entirely delegate these rights to others or allow them to be usurped. 
 

(Taken from Charter of the Rights of the Family, 1983, Familaris Consortio, 1981, and the Catechism of the Catholic Church.) 
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¨ Mandate that except for medical emergency, no abortion can be performed on a minor unless the physician notifies her parent 
or legal  guardian at least 48 hours before the procedure. 

 
¨ Provide a judicial bypass for cases of physical or sexual abuse by the parent or guardian. 
 
¨ Allow a minor access to juvenile court if she is being coerced to have an abortion. 
 
¨ Require the filing of reports with the Department of Health Services (DHS) by the physicians who perform minor abortions. 
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¨ Girls as young as 12 years of age can obtain abortions without their parents’ knowledge. 
 
¨ Girls who cannot afford abortions can apply to tax-funded Medi-Cal. 
 
¨ Without parental knowledge or permission, public school may arrange for an abortion for a 7-12 grade student and transport 

her to an off-campus site for the surgery. 
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   “...Proposition 85 contains public policy that is both sensible and realistic which will benefit not only our families but our 
society as a whole.  It is a sensible policy to encourage a minor girl faced with a serious decision like an unexpected 
pregnancy to go to her parents for their love, their wisdom, and their counsel.  It is a realistic policy that a minor girl’s 
parents be notified of her request for an abortion whether or not she chooses to consult them.  Society will benefit because 
parental notification laws have the effect of discouraging teenage pregnancies - as documented in a recent study.**  And 
individual rights and unborn babies will be protected because a minor girl will be afforded protection in the unfortunate 
circumstance in which she is being coerced to have an abortion.” 
   “We believe that society’s common good is enhanced when family integrity is honored, parental responsibility is 
respected, and nascent human life is preserved.”
