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Let’s Give ‘Em a Hand…. Or Should We? 
 
There has been a new and recent trend in the Catholic Church to give applause for a good homily, a good song or just a 
plain good time. 

Never wanting to take away from the gifts and talents of our Priests, Deacons and Choirs, we should first look at why we, as 
Catholics, come to Mass. 
 
Sometimes we hear about people who have left the church because they don’t get anything out of the Mass.  They end up leaving 
because they want to hear a good sermon, good music and they want to get an emotional high when they come to church. We 
sometimes forget that we come for Jesus in the Eucharist, and if we happen to hear a good homily or great music, that is just a small 
addition compared to what we receive in Jesus at the altar.   
 
We come to give praise, to give worship and to give glory to our God.  The key word here is ’give.’  We come to Mass to give of 
ourselves and open ourselves up to God’s mercy and forgiveness. We bring all of our pains, all of our sorrows, all of our joys and all 
that we have to give thanks for in our life. 
 
Our Priests lead us in prayers to help make us holy. Our Deacon and Lectors proclaim God’s Word so that we may take it in our 
hearts and go out and live the Word in our daily life. Our Choirs lead us in song, praise and meditation, so that we may also join all the 
angels and saints in heaven giving glory and honor to our God. 
 
When we applaud for any of these beautiful people, we are saying, “Thanks for the entertainment, I really enjoyed that and I feel really 
good.” On the other hand if we were listening, participating and singing with the liturgy, we are focusing our thanks and praise to God 
alone, who gives all of us the gifts and talents to praise him with dignity and honor. 
 
So if we should be giving anyone applause, it should be our Lord and God, who already knows what is in our heart. Our gift to Him is, 
to come to mass with an open heart, a merciful heart and a loving heart and then to go out and spread the good news for the entire 
world to hear. 
 
So, the next time you feel that you need to applaud for good liturgy, good music or a good sermon, give it to God by sharing in the 
good music and liturgy, allowing the joy in your heart to be lived by your full participation in the Mass.
