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 Not A Bible Study 
 

I cannot tell you the number of times I have been approached by a non-Catholic friend or acquaintance who comments 
on our Mass. They don’t seem to understand why, we, as Catholics, do not bring bibles to church. Many come from 
other faith traditions and it is difficult for them to understand why we don’t use bibles in our celebration. Because of this, 
Catholics seem to have received a bad ‘rap’ on their lack of use and knowledge of the bible. 

    The truth of the matter is, that if a Catholic attended daily Mass for three years, he/she would hear almost the entire bible. The 
Liturgy of the Word is a key element in our worship. However, it is not presented in the format of a bible study, following along with a 
reader or preacher. During Mass, we are not trying to analyze or dissect the Word. Rather, we are listening attentively…allowing it to 
penetrate deep into our heart and soul. We are called, at this moment, to be ‘Hearers of God’s Word’.   
    Although our Church does have missalettes, we try to emulate what the Hebrews practiced in their hearing of sacred scripture. The 
practice utilized in their culture, which is thousands of years old, is also what is intended in our Catholic form of worship today. Back 
then, and today, an authentic believer would read from the sacred scrolls and everyone’s attention would be focused on the Word… 
not the person. We, the faithful become ‘hearers of God’s Word’ and then, we take it into our hearts and digest it…as food for the soul. 
This is why a lector is to be well trained and prepared before reading. His/her role is extremely important because if it is not done 
properly, the faithful have been deprived of the experience that they so richly deserve. 
    Scripture itself is full of examples of why listening to God’s Word is so important. 
 

From The Letter to The Hebrews: 
“The word of God is living and effective, sharper than any two-edged sword, penetrating even between soul and spirit...” 
 

And from Ephesians: 
“The sword of the Spirit is the Word of God.” 
 

And finally from The Book of Wisdom:  
“Your all-powerful Word from heaven’s royal throne/ bounded, bearing the sharp sword of your inexorable decree.” 
 

Through proper formation and development, our lectors learn that the proclamation of God's Word is necessary for the sacraments. 
These are sacraments of faith…and faith has its origin and sustenance in the Word. 
    Human speech is very powerful. It can heal, destroy, provoke to anger, or soothe the broken heart.  We can use it to express joy, 
love, hate or disgust.  The reader needs to be aware of this power.  Their proclamation is never without effect. The poorest, the 
mediocre and the most compelling proclamations all affect the listener in some way. 
When the reader, who is an authentic believer, is properly prepared, his or her speech takes on a sacramental character. It is an 
exterior sign of an interior reality. 
    We as Catholics can prepare ourselves before Sunday by reviewing the scripture readings for the day. If the Gospel is from John 
8:7-15, we could read the entire eighth chapter. This would truly allow us to more fully receive the Word with an open heart. If we 
study the readings at home and dwell on them, we may be able to better understand  and receive the message that is proclaimed at 
Mass. 
    Bible studies are a very valuable tool that can be used to learn about and discuss scripture. The Mass, however, is when we allow 
God’s Word to penetrate our heart, so that we may take His Word with us and share it with the entire world. We come to Mass to use 
all of our senses. We come to hear God’s Word; we come to smell the sweet fragrance of incense; we come to taste and see His 
goodness in His Precious Body & Blood and we come to feel the love that is offered to us in a community of believers. 
    Next Sunday, put down your missalette and close your eyes.  Let God’s Word enter your heart so that you may be able to live it… 
love it… and share it. Then you can ask Him to guide you and prepare you for your next ‘bible study’.

WITNESS TO THE WORD 
The scene in the reading from the Acts of the Apostles today evokes memories of Jesus' trial in the Gospels. This is the author's inten-
tion, so as to show clearly the link between what Jesus did, what the apostles are doing, and what we are called to do for the sake of 
the Name. Just as Jesus spoke the truth of the message of salvation before the high court, so Peter and the apostles fearlessly pro-
claim their witness to the Good News of Jesus Christ. How easy it would have been to lie, to deny Jesus; they would have escaped 
with their good name. Yet they understood that denying Jesus meant losing everything. They would lose not only themselves, but also 
the Christian community that was just beginning to come together. They took their stand to show other members of the church of 
Christ that the Good News is indeed a truth worth living for--and dying for. 
 

FEED MY SHEEP 
John's Gospel today also echoes an earlier Gospel scene, the scene of Peter's denial of Jesus. Jesus goes out with the disciples to 
fish, as he must have done many times during his life. And they catch so many fish, it seems as if they have caught all the fish in the 
world. Then Jesus offers Peter another chance, and this time Peter does not fail. "Yes, Lord, you know that I love you" (John 21:15). 
And Jesus explains the cost of that love. For Peter is being charged with tending the sheep, catching the fish. Following Jesus means 
not just living the Good News, but spreading the word. It means forming and tending communities, building and spreading the church 
of Christ throughout the world. That's Peter's mission, and by virtue of our baptism it's our mission as well. We are called to live and 
proclaim the Good News of salvation, to live in a way that builds up the community of Christ. We are called to witness to the world the 
Christian way of life.

This next 
period is referred to as the catechumenate.  During the catechumenate period, one is 
taken through a faith journey, guided by the Sunday scripture readings, with their 
sponsor and the RCIA team.  This period continues for several months until another 
time of discernment. This is called the Period of Purification and Enlightenment.  The 
process allows those who are deemed ready, to receive their sacraments at the 
Easter Vigil.  We already have a number of people who are in preparation for next 
year’s rite and some who are currently in the Inquiry process.  This is a year round 
process. 
   We invite those who may be interested in our Catholic faith or those who may want 
to look into becoming a sponsor, to join us Tuesday evenings at 7:30 PM in the 
Parish Hall dining room.  For more information on the process, please call one of the 
numbers listed in the Ministry directory under Christian Initiation.
