My Dear Friends,

The Christian is a follower of Jesus Christ. This means very
simply that we immerse ourselves in the Gospels to find out
what Christ did and how He responded to life. The synoptic
Gospels: Matthew, Mark, and Luke, all carefully mention the
words of thanksgiving spoken by Jesus Christ at the moment
when He instituted the Holy Eucharist. It seems that these
apostles wanted to show that one of the essential objects of the
Eucharist is thanksgiving. The spirit of thanksgiving is so
essential that it manifests itself continuously. Saint John tells us
that Jesus took the loaves and when He had given thanks, He
distributed them. Saint John was describing the multiplication of
the loaves and fishes. The first Christian understood that
gratitude was essential and thanksgiving was the principle
theme of our prayers.

We read in 1 Thessalonians 5:18, “In all things give thanks;
for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus concerning you all.” 1
believe that today there is much reason for the spirit of gratitude.
We need to express gratitude to the waiter/waitress who puts
down a drink of water in front of us in a restaurant; gratitude to
clerks and sales people when they are trying to figure out what
we need and what we want; gratitude to those who are good to
us in any way; gratitude to our parents for having given us life,
and gratitude to all family members who are good to us in so
many ways.

Saint Ambrose, the great teacher of Saint Augustine, once
wrote: “No duty is more urgent than that of returning thanks. It
has been written that gratitude is the memory of the heart.”
Father Ron Rolheiser, in his wonderful book, The Shattered
Lantern: Rediscovering a Felt Presence of God, writes, “To be a
saint is to be motivated by gratitude, nothing more and nothing
less. In the end, gratitude is the route of all virtues. It lies in the
base of love and charity. Scripture always and everywhere
makes this point.”

“Holy, holy, holy!” Ancient languages, like the Hebrew used
in the scriptures, did not always have a way to express
superlatives in one word. Isaiah could not say God was
“holiest,” so he used the threefold repetition of the same
word. This bit of scriptural
minutiae about these “three
little words” that we sing at
every Mass serves as a
reminder that answering
God'’s call has to be
grounded in awareness of
God'’s holiness. In Isaiah and
in the Gospel passage today,
we hear accounts of the
revelation of God’s power
and might: the seraphim in
the temple and the
miraculous catch of fish.
These are not wondrous revelations for their own sakes.
They lead to a response in mission, Isaiah’s “Here | am,
send me!” and the disciples’ leaving everything to follow
Jesus. And so must our own “Holy, Holy, Holy!” lead us to
Christ in the Eucharist every Sunday, and to a life following
him day by day.

The year was 1965; the place, Selma, Alabama. For
decades, local laws had all but prevented Blacks from voting.
and those who did venture to protest often faced harassment -
even death. Black Selmians, supported by Rev. Martin Luther
King, Jr., decided to march to the state capital of Montgomery
to draw attention to their plight. On a Sunday, March 7, 1965,
dozens of peaceful protesters
on their way out of the city
were brutally beaten back by
state troopers and the sheriff's
posse on horseback. The
violence of “Bloody Sunday”
stunned Americans, focusing
nationwide attention on civil
rights.

A group of American nuns
from St. Louis were among the first to protest the violence. At
a time when many church leaders were reluctant to address
the treatment of Blacks in the South, these courageous women
defied authority - and a long history of simply praying for the
Black residents. This was due in large part to the decades of
bridge-building by sisters from Rochester, New York who had
met the education and health-care needs of the poor Blacks of
Selma. The Archbishop of Mobile-Birmingham had prohibited
them from joining the marches, so they fed, housed, and cared
for waves of civil rights activists from elsewhere.

This is a story of “aggiornamento,” a word Pope John XXIII
used to describe the “updating” of societies resistant to
change. More importantly, it is the story of a few women who
took it upon themselves to become the agents of that change.
What did they change? How were they themselves changed
by the experience? Was it all for the better? Now in their 60’
and 70’s, the women reassess their roles in the Civil Rights
Movement.

But how far from the truth was he? Super Bowl Sunday is one of the biggest days in the world of sports. The price for a TV
commercial spot is outrageous, pizza sales skyrocket, and more avocados are sold for guacamole dip than at any other time of the
year. There are Super Bowl parties galore, football pools to bet on the outcome of every segment of the game and celebrations going
on in homes, restaurants and sports bars. All other sports suffer from the lack of interest that day. Football is king and nothing else
gets in the way. At the ski slopes, the lift lines are short, and at golf courses tee times are readily available. No other sport would dare
try to stage an event on Super Bowl Sunday. Our churches will even be a little less crowded... especially the afternoon Mass.

Even though there is much hype about the game, by this time next year, most people won’t remember who played, let alone, who
actually won. If we stop and think about the attention given to football, food, and the whole party atmosphere, we begin to realize that
they really don't offer us anything everlasting. The game will be forgotten by next week, and the food will be nothing more than a pile
of dirty dishes. The hype and entertainment just become a fading memory of the past. Don’t get me wrong...we have Super Bowl
party plans ourselves and | see nothing wrong with getting together with friends and having some fun rooting for our favorite team.

Even though the day will soon be forgotten, this is not the case with our faith. For over two thousand years, the effect on the world
by the Son of God, Jesus Christ, lives on and has an impact on us that is unforgettable. What He did for mankind was offer us
something much greater than a Super Bowl ring, temporary fame or material wealth. All of these things will come and go, but His gift

to us will last forever.

The truly lasting moment is what our Savior did for us on the cross. This great event is re-lived , (not simply remembered) at every
Mass. We are actually there at the foot of the cross on Sunday. We are on the 50 yard line as VIP’s and the food that He gives us is
better than anything that Rachel Ray, or even Emeril could whip up. This food is food for the soul.... Bam!!.... It strengthens us and
nourishes us for the journey ahead. When we appreciate how great the seats are and how wonderful the food is, we can then accept
the gift of everlasting life and this event will last for all eternity. The promise of life everlasting will keep our attention like nothing else

on earth.

The greatest thing about our Super Bowl, the paschal mystery, celebrated at every Mass, is that the tickets, even though reserved,
are free. Everyone is welcome and we are all offered the same seats. No one has to sit in the ‘nosebleed’ section. All are invited to the
table of the Lord and, the best part.... it's paid for in advance. We need only to say ‘yes’.

So the next time someone asks you why you go to Mass every Sunday, maybe you should say.... “Because, it is the greatest event
in history, | have front row seats right next to all of the saints, (not just the ones from New Orleans)... the food is awesome and the

experience is everlasting”.
