We listen quite a while before we get to the “punch line” of the first
reading today: even though it would be an easy thing to do, David will
not harm the anointed one of the Lord. We, of course, know that Jesus
is the Messiah, the anointed one of God,
but the Bible uses this term for many
different people. It is scripture’s way of
indicating who has been chosen by God
for a special place and mission in salvation
history.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus presents a
greatly enlarged list of those who, as
children of God, we should not harm, but
love instead: our enemies, those who
curse us or do us harm, those who owe us
money, the ungrateful, the wicked. The
point of Jesus’ teaching is not to
encourage these kinds of behaviors in
others, but rather to form us in the image
of our heavenly Father by increasing our opportunities to love
unconditionally, expecting no return; to be merciful and forgiving, even
when it would be easier not to.

{5"“# Before you begin to make important decisions such as looking at reception sites or shopping for apparel, here are some things
’ we suggest you do to avoid possible disappointments later on.

First, call the parish office at (909) 987-9312 to make an appointment with Norm Anderson, our parish Pre-Marriage Coordinator, for a pre-marital
interview. This interview, with both the future bride and groom, can be done up to 18 months — but no less than seven months — prior to the planned
wedding date. Pre-marital interviews are conducted on Tuesdays and Wednesdays. Early evening appointments may be available.

Second, if both parties are Catholic, contact the churches of baptism of the bride and groom and obtain new copies of your baptismal certificates. If
only one party is Catholic, a new baptismal certificate for that person must be obtained. If the other party has been baptized in another faith tradition, a
letter or certificate from that person’s church of baptism should also be obtained. You must bring these certificates (issued within the past six months)
with you to the pre-marital interview. For Catholics, you'll also need to bring the names and addresses of the churches where you made your First
Communion and Confirmation. (Certificates for these latter two sacraments are not required — just the names and the cities of the churches where the
sacraments were received.)

During the pre-marital interview, some general information will be obtained for the parish registry and a Scantron-type “inventory profile” is
administered. The results of the inventory profile will later help the couple examine thoughts, values and attitudes about their future marriage.

The couple will be given a copy of our parish’s Wedding Guidelines with information about appropriate clothing, church decorations, flowers,
photography, rehearsals, etc. You'll also be given information about the required Natural Family Planning program. The entire pre-matrital interview
lasts approximately one hour.

About two weeks after the pre-marital interview, the results of the inventory profile will have been received at the parish office for review by our
pastor, Fr. Pat Kirsch. The couple will then receive a call asking them to come back to the office to go over the results. If the results are satisfactory,
the church honorarium of $500 is paid and the wedding date is placed on the parish calendar. (Weddings are scheduled at St. Peter & St. Paul on
Friday afternoons/evenings or on Saturdays at 10:00 a.m., 1:00 p.m., or 2:00 p.m.)

Some time after this second meeting, the couple will be contacted by Bob or Karin Lastoskie, our parish’s Marriage Preparation Program Facilitators,
who will match them up with a Marriage Prep Couple. These volunteer couples serve as kind of mentors to those to be married. About six months
prior to the wedding, these couples will begin meeting informally with the future bride and groom to discuss areas such as communications,
relationships, finances, issues of religion and faith, sexuality, and the mentors’ own life experiences.

Finally, a few days before the wedding, a rehearsal is held in the church with one of our trained wedding coordinators.

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A wedding ceremony marks a covenant entered into before almighty God and witnessed by family and friends. It is one of life’s most sacred and
treasured events. By following the guidelines listed above — especially by starting early — you will help ensure a memorable day for all concerned.



“It's Giveaway Day At The Catholic Church”

We have all received the phone calls from the tele-marketers or the letters from the resorts. “Come and spend just an
hour or two with us and listen to a presentation about our vacation properties, we'll give you a free weekend at our resort.
Or, “We'll beat everybody’s price... or your mattress is Freeeee!!” We all get excited at the thought of getting something
for nothing, but most of us are a little leary about why something may be free. There’s got to be a catch! Why are they giving
something away?

Yes, the season of Lent is upon us and we are getting ready to receive our ashes and our palms. Every year Catholic churches are
packed on Ash Wednesday and Palm Sunday. What other way to explain this phenomenon, except that we're getting something for
free. Ash Wednesday isn’t even a holy day of obligation and yet more people attend Mass on that day than any of the other days of
obligation, i.e. Immaculate Conception, All Saints Day and the feast of the Assumption. The only other Masses that might have more
in attendance would be Easter Sunday and the Midnight Mass at Christmas.

Don’t get me wrong, | am delighted that we have so many people who want to attend Mass on those days. | encourage priests to
take advantage of the captive audience and preach about the real reasons we attend Mass. The opportunity is not just on Ash
Wednesday or Palm Sunday, but every Sunday. Often times there are more people in line for ashes than for communion afterwards.
Where did they all go? Why did they really come? It surely wasn't just for the free blessed ashes, was it?

Leaving before communion at Mass could be compared to going to Grandma’s house on Sunday and leaving before dinner.
Grandma would certainly be saddened that you missed out on her homemade pot roast and apple pie for dessert. Most of us wouldn’t
want to offend our grandmother and we would always respect her home and honor her traditions.

The same holds true for our Church. It is the Lord’s House and we, as Catholics, believe that He is truly present in the Eucharist.
He invites us to come to the table every single Sunday and join Him in the heavenly banquet. This Mass, as we call it, is about the
closest thing we have to heaven on earth. It is that little taste, that morsel, of what it will be like in Heaven. We are invited to be in His
presence and take him home with us.

We are a church of symbols and signs in our rituals. Ashes on Ash Wednesday are certainly a powerful symbol about what the Lord
tells us in Genesis 3:19 and Ecclesiastes 3:20 , paraphrased: “From ashes to ashes and dust to dust.” These verses remind us of our
mortality and how our life here is very short compared to the eternity that awaits us in heaven. We are made from the dirt (dust) on the
ground and to dirt (dust) we shall return. Just like our holy water and the sign of the cross, ashes are a symbol of our Catholic identity,
although it seems to be catching on with some of the Protestant churches around the country.

More Christians seem to be realizing that these ancient traditions that have been around from the beginning of our Church are not

”

for Catholics alone...but for all believers. When we search for the true meaning of these beautiful symbols, we will be able to
recognize the significance they have in showing the world, who we are and what we believe.
When you put on Christ, He becomes very real. He is not just a symbol. When we receive Him, we become like Him, and all will

benefit from the beautiful graces that only our God can provide.

So my suggestion to all Catholics, is to wear your ashes proudly, but make sure that you stick around for the best free gift of
all..."The Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of the dearly beloved Son, our Lord, Jesus Christ.

Canon 1250 - All Fridays through the year and the time of
Lent are penitential days and times throughout the entire
Church.
Canon 1251 - Abstinence from eating meat or another food
according to the prescriptions of the conference of bishops
is to be observed on Fridays throughout the year unless
they are solemnities; abstinence and fast are to be
observed on Ash Wednesday and on the Friday of the
Passion and Death of Our Lord Jesus Christ.
Canon 1252 - It is for the conference of bishops to
determine more precisely the observance of fast and
abstinence and to substitute in whole or in part for fast and
abstinence other forms of penance, especially works of
charity and exercises of piety.
During Lent the law of abstinence requires a Catholic 14 years
or older to abstain from eating meat on Fridays. Fish and
shellfish are permitted. The law of fasting requires a Catholic
from 18-59 years to reduce the amount of food eaten from
normal. The Church defines this as one meal a day, and two
smaller meals which if added together would not exceed the
main meal in quantity. Such fasting is obligatory on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday.

Return to me with your whole heart... - Joel 2:12

feel close to my deceased mother every time | follow

one of her recipes. Whether I'm making potato dumplings,
chicken paprikash or apple strudel, | sense she is very near
as | carefully mix the ingredients the way she did. But | feel
my mother's presence even more when | am following her
recipe for living: daily prayer, love for family, concern for
those in need and absolute trust in God no matter what.

The readings for February 21st, Ash Wednesday set forth
the ingredients for a good and profitable Lent. The prophet
Joel tells us to return to God with our whole heart - not just
part of our heart. St. Paul reminds us that now (not
tomorrow, next week, or next year), but now is the day of
salvation.

What is God asking of me today? And in the Gospel,
Jesus instructs us to give alms quietly and to fast with a
cheerful face. (Fasting from crabbiness can be a fine Lenten
practice.)
