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My Dear Friends,

Peace is a beautiful word; indeed, a blessed word. Peace is a
pearl of great price, a great treasure to those who possess it, a
shining goal of hope to the troubled in heart. Peace is on
everyone’s lips--peace among nations, peace in communities and
families, peace of mind, peace of soul. Peace, blessed peace.

Peace is not the freedom from want or care or suffering. The
wealthiest person can lack peace, while it is the prize possession
of the beggar asking for a crust of bread. The healthiest man can
be at war with himself, with his neighbor and with God, while the
pain-wracked sufferer shows by words and countenance that he
has the peace that surpasses all understanding. “Not as the world
gives do | give,” said our Lord.

Peace is the passion of a person of faith. | believe in God and
all that He has revealed about Himself and about us and about
life. | hope in God, for He is faithful and will keep His promise that
I will have at hand the means to obtain the end for which He
created me. | love God with my whole heart and my whole mind
and all my strength because He is all good and worthy of all love,
and | love my neighbor as myself for the love of God.

These are the words of the person of peace. Not words merely-
-this is the life of the person of peace. A peaceful life is a God-
centered life lived in friendship with God. It is a life of grace.

“Peace | leave with you; My peace | give unto you.” This
solemn promise of peace in the distressed world is not a mockery.
Itis a reality. For all about us in quiet ways, in suffering and in
sorrow, persons can and do find a peace that surpasses all
understanding, a peace that needs no earthly reason for its
fulfillment. Indeed, a peace so deep and abiding that nothing can
take it away. It is the peace of Christ, a peace that is based only
in Christ and has no other reason for its being.

Our Lord told us what the secret of peace is when His disciples
asked him, “Teach us how to pray.” He said when you pray, pray
like this: “Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name,
thy kingdom come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.”

Thy will be done. How often we pray these words. The man or
woman of peace lives these words. The poet, Dante, summed it
up in what has been called a most meaningful line in literature:

“In thy will is our peace. It is as simple as that. All great truths are
simple--simple enough to be grasped by children and the
unlearned, but profound enough to challenge the mind of the
learned philosopher.”

Certainly there is no peace in ways not of God. In a worldly
age, we see enough to expose us to final futility. Lives that are
not God-centered become self-centered. In place of a giving of
self to God and to brothers and sisters that God has made, there
is a desperate attempt to fill the infinite yearnings of the immortal
souls with other things. Itis a hopeless task, doomed to failure.
“Thou has made us for yourself, O God, and our hearts will not
rest until they find rest in Thee,” wrote St. Augustine.

Proximity to Jesus Christ, friendship of Jesus Christ, embracing
the whole Gospel, and embracing the will of God--this is the
secret of our peace.

As we begin our Lenten journey, it is my prayer that you find that
peace which Jesus Christ found with the Father in heaven during
His 40 days in the desert. We are privileged to have Michael John
Poirier with us to lead us in our Lenten retreat. | pray that you will
take this opportunity to avail yourself of this wonderful experience
to spend time with the Lord.

Today Lent begins. Ash Wednesday
initiates the forty days of the Lenten fast, but
since Sundays are not tallied in the days of
fasting, today is the solemn opening of the
forty days of Lent. The Church has work to do
today, principally the calling forward of those
chosen (the proper word is elected) for the
Easter sacraments. Some of those who have been
catechumens may now make a transition to a new way of life
as the “elect.” For them, this Lent will be a time of “purification”
and “enlightenment.” For us who accompany them, it is a time
of helping them discern God’s call and prepare for new life.

This year, while the readings from the third year of the
Lectionary cycle are usually read, they are set aside on certain
Sundays for the benefit of the elect. We turn then to the
readings from Year A, and we give those who journey to the
font of baptism three extraordinary companions. In the
Gospels for those days, we meet the woman of Samaria and
the man born blind, and we come to the tomb of Lazarus three
days after his death. Many bishops celebrate the Rite of
Election on or near today, affirming God’s choice for these new
faithful, and also offering them the solidarity of many
companions. In 2005, over 83,000 adults entered the
baptismal waters in the United States, a remarkable testimony
to the vigor of our tradition of receiving and nurturing adult

Canon 1250 - All Fridays through the year and the time of
Lent are penitential days and times throughout the entire
Church.
Canon 1251 - Abstinence from eating meat or another
food according to the prescriptions of the conference of
bishops is to be observed on Fridays throughout the year
unless they are solemnities; abstinence and fast are to be
observed on Ash Wednesday and on the Friday of the
Passion and Death of Our Lord Jesus Christ.
Canon 1252 - It is for the conference of bishops to
determine more precisely the observance of fast and
abstinence and to substitute in whole or in part for fast
and abstinence other forms of penance, especially works
of charity and exercises of piety.
During Lent the law of abstinence requires a Catholic 14
years or older to abstain from eating meat on Fridays. Fish
and shellfish are permitted. The law of fasting requires a
Catholic from 18-59 years to reduce the amount of food eaten
from normal. The Church defines this as one meal a day, and
two smaller meals which if added together would not exceed
the main meal in quantity. Such fasting is obligatory on Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday.

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No Shirt...No Shoes...No Service!

{L When | was a kid growing up in the 50’s, | went to a Catholic
= grammar school where we were required to wear uniforms.

White Dacron shirts with corduroy pants in the Fall and Winter
and khakis in the Spring. The minute | got home from school, before | did
anything else, | changed into my Levis blue jeans. These were my play
clothes and we were never allowed to wear them anywhere except for play.
There was never an option to wear them to school, to church or even to
visit grandma.

| also went to an all ‘boys’ Catholic high school in the 60’s and even
though we didn’t wear a uniform, we had a very strict dress code. The
Salesian’s believed that proper dress helped to instill a proper attitude
towards learning. If anyone showed up with blue jeans or a T-shirt, they
were sent home immediately. There was a sense of decorum and it was
honored and respected by all of the students.

It seems that once the 70’s hit, we wanted to dress in a more casual
manner. We didn’t want to feel stuffy or uncomfortable in what we wore...
and why should it matter? We were still able to go to school, learn and live
our lives. The difference now, however, was that kids didn’t need to change
after school anymore. ‘Play’ clothes became ‘school’ clothes and vice
versa. Now kids could relax at school, and learn in a more comfortable
environment.

But there is still some sense of ‘formal’ in our society. When going to
prom, the formal dress and the tux are still expected. Most ‘white-collar’
executives still wear business suits and when invited to a ‘black-tie’ dinner,
the majority of us are aware of what that means. To this day, we can walk
into certain restaurants and if we are not wearing shoes or a shirt with
sleeves, we'll be refused service. My wife and | were in London a few
years back and when we arrived at the hotel, we thought it might be nice to
have a drink in the pub. This was around 5:00 PM. | walked in and was the
only gentleman not wearing a sports coat. | felt so conspicuous that |
immediately went up to the room to get my mine. Talk about peer pressure!
We are familiar with the expression, “ dress to impress.” When we get
dressed up for a special occasion, we feel better about ourselves, and what
we are doing. We are using an external sign, our clothing, to say to others,
| am doing something special... | am doing something important... | am
doing something that | really want people to notice. When we dress up,
even our posture and mannerisms seem to change. We exhibit a sense of
formality and we become more aware of what we are doing and why we
are doing it.

Jesus speaks to us in a parable about the king who gave a wedding feast
for his son. (Matt 22:1-14) One of the guests was not dressed appropriately
for the celebration and he had him tied up and thrown out into the
darkness. Now, please don't think I'm saying we should be tying people up
when they are not dressed properly for church.

Often times we hear the response...“Well, at least I'm coming to
church!”...and that is a good point. Any time we come to worship the Lord,
itis a good thing. But you will notice, the priest, the deacon and the altar
servers wear vestments symbolizing what function they have in the liturgy.
The Lectors and Ministers of Holy Communion also dress with dignity to
show how important their role is in proclaiming God’s Word and serving the
Body and Blood of Christ to the faithful.

If we understand that our Mass is primarily an
action of God in which we participate, it would help us realize that it isn’t
just a bible study or a religious jamboree. Our Mass is the most important
event in our life. The way we prepare and the way we dress says more
about who we are and what we are doing than anything else.

PROFESSION OF FAITH

Each of these scriptures contains some sort of
confessional statement. As we enter into the
season of Lent these texts focus our attention on
our own choice to place our trust in God. They help
the elect prepare to profess their faith in Jesus
Christ and be baptized at the Easter Vigil. They
remind the rest of us of the faith we once professed
in baptism and invite us to choose wholeheartedly
to renew those baptismal promises at the Masses
of Easter.

The first reading is considered one of the most
important professions of faith in the Hebrew Bible.
By ritually reciting their history, the Jewish people
expressed their faith in one God who oversees all
of human history and who will continue to gather,
save, and sustain every new generation of the
Chosen People. The reading from Paul’s letter to
the Romans shows that the heart of the Christian
profession of faith is trust in the Lordship of the
risen Christ, source of all salvation. The Gospel
contains the familiar story of the temptation of
Jesus by the devil, the setting for Jesus’ threefold
profession of faith and trust in God.

DAY BY DAY

At Easter, throughout Lent, and every day of our
lives we are to profess and live our faith that “Jesus
is Lord” (Romans 10:9). Both Moses and Jesus tell
us that we are to serve God alone. God chooses
us as adopted children in baptism. Day by day we
must choose to trust in God to save us, as Jesus
did in the desert. During Lent God asks us to
scrutinize every choice we make, so that at Easter
we can truthfully “confess with [our] mouth that
Jesus is Lord” (Romans 10:9). With those who
have chosen to be baptized this Easter, we must
choose to put our faith in God rather than material
goods, power, or any other devilish temptation.
