My Dear Friends,

We are conducting our third annual campaign for a new Pastoral Center. Recently | met with our Pastoral
Council and ministry heads to discuss our vision for St. Peter and St. Paul Church. We agreed that our mission is
first and foremost the need to make the name of Jesus Christ more known and loved. Our new Pastoral Center
will provide much needed meeting and classroom areas to minister to individuals and families who come to us so
that our parish vision will be fulfilled.

Our financial goal is to raise a minimum of $5 million. This is the estimated amount needed to undertake and complete this vital
project. To date, we have received more than $3 million in cash and pledges due to the careful stewardship of gifts previously made
and through the generosity of donors to our annual campaigns.

Recently the Planning Commission of the City of Rancho Cucamonga gave final approval to our Pastoral Center plans. We also
signed a contract with the architect who is designing our new Pastoral Center. The next step with the City will be to submit the
drawings for the plan check and permit approval. As things continue to move forward, | will keep you apprised of our progress.

Since less than one in four of our registered parishioners have responded so far, | am encouraged by how much we will raise once
we have heard from everyone. Over the next several weekends we will be asking for everyone to make their one-time gift, pledge,
affirm the gift they have already made, or indicate that they are unable to make a gift of Treasure.

In order to accomplish this, at all of the Masses on the weekends of January 6/7; 13/14; and, 20/21 | will be asking every individual,
couple, family and household present to complete a special campaign response card. The primary purpose of this process will be to
invite everyone to respond to our campaign for our new Pastoral Center.

Our campaign response cards have been designed to accommodate every individual and household regardless of their
circumstances. Response cards will be distributed in conjunction with the homily. They will be completed and returned during each
Mass.

This process will occur over three weekends since not everyone is at Mass every week, and since we have such a large number of
friends, guests and visitors. There is a place to respond for everyone; for example, if you have already made your one-time gift or
pledge, if you are unable to make a financial gift, or if you need assistance is completing a gift of stock there is a place on the card to
so indicate.

If everyone responds, whether or not they are able to financially support this effort, | will be grateful. If everyone who is capable of
making a one-time gift or pledge does so, | am confident that we will not only eventually reach our goal of $5 million, but exceed it!

On January 29, 2007, | will be writing to everyone who has not completed a response card or already made a one-time gift or
pledge in order to invite their participation.

The ‘Twelfth’ Day of Christmas

We have all heard the song, ‘The Twelve Days of Christmas’, but do we really understand that there are twelve days
in the Christmas season? Sometimes | wonder if it falls on deaf ears, especially when we are out shopping, reading the
newspaper or listening to the radio. We hear about all of those “After-Christmas” sales and it seems like the season is
nicely tucked away in our memories as we prepare for the New Year.

Well, if you are a Christian or if you are a non-Christian, or even a non-believer, this ‘twelfth’ day of Christmas, the day we call
Epiphany, is meant for you. The word is from the Greek (Epiphaneia) meaning manifestation. Christ is manifested and shown to the
whole world. Today’s reading from the Gospel of Matthew (2:1-12), speaks of the “magi from the east”. They certainly were not
Jewish, but they were still searching for this newborn king of the Jews and they brought him gifts that would be fit only for royalty.
While the first celebration of Christmas on December 25th was in the year 336 A.D., The feast of The Epiphany was already being
celebrated almost a hundred years earlier. So the importance of the feast was recognized very early in church history.

Matthew is telling us in this story that the ‘Light of Christ’ is to shine forth for the entire world to see and no one is left out. Our
church, by its very nature and by its very name, is universal. The Catholic Church is not exclusive. This is why we are not called the
‘Catholic Church of Alta Loma’. That would be a contradiction in terms. All people are meant to share in God’s love, no matter where
they are from, what color they are or what nationality they may be. We cannot rest until that is accomplished. But what does this
mean to us here at St. Peter and St Paul Catholic Church?

Like the magi, we as Catholics need to be in awe of our Savior. We need to be holy because He is holy. The Catholic Church is not
simply a Church in the sense of the word with all of its tradition, music and architecture. Itis a community of believers from all walks
of life. We have our faults because we are human, but we must never abandon one another, for forgiveness is in the heart of our
community. The Catholic Church members are ‘family’ members. We recognize each other by our simple gestures such as the sign
of the cross or the use of holy water. When we enter into a Catholic Church, whether it is St. Peter’s Basilica in Rome or a ‘mud hut
mission’ in the jungles of Africa, we are home. This is a home where we can be ourselves and we remind ourselves of whom we are
by using simple gestures and simple words. To make a beautiful home, we must make it a welcoming home...for all to feel the
presence of Jesus Christ.

We pray to our God in various ways allowing Him to be manifested. We are a people marked with the sign of the cross, touched by
grace and driven by the Holy Spirit. It is important that we come together on Sundays to worship, to praise and to give glory to our
God. We need to remind ourselves every year, every Sunday and even every day, that we are re-living and remembering Christ’s
birth, life, passion, death and resurrection. We are the ‘Body of Christ’... We are the “Ministers to the Poor and the Needy....” We are
those who bring “Comfort to the Sick and Suffering...” We are “Children of God...”

We are the ‘Catholic Church’!

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SACRAMENT OF THE SICK

We all know that the Sacrament of the Sick is a
sacrament offered by the Church for healing in
sickness; be the sickness physical, mental or
emotional. Anyone of any age can receive the

Sacrament as often as needed. Unfortunately, many still
refer to this Sacrament as the "last rites" and often call the
parish for a priest when an individual is in the dying process.
The Church has not used the term "last rites" since the
Vatican Il Council, asking the faithful to call for a priest when
in the need for healing.

We know that one of the realities of the Church today is a
priest shortage. If a call is made to the Church for the
Sacrament when someone is in the dying process, there may
not be enough time for a priest to get to the person, or, a
priest may not always be available, and only a priest can
offer the Sacrament. A deacon cannot because the rite of
this Sacrament calls for the Sacrament of Reconciliation as
well. (More information about the Sacrament is available
outside the parish office in a Catholic Update). Yes, the
Church will try to respond if someone calls when a loved one
is in the dying process. However, it may be difficult to get a
priest at the "last minute."

Let this short article be a reminder to take advantage of the
healing Sacraments of the Church: Reconciliation and the
Sacrament of the Sick.

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%2 dates from a time when calendars were
not readily available. It was necessary to make known
the date of Easter in advance since many celebrations of
the liturgical year depend its date. The number of
Sundays that follow Epiphany, the date of
Ash Wednesday, and the number of
Sundays that follow Pentecost are all
computed in relation to Easter. Although
calendars now give the date of Easter and
the other feasts in the liturgical year for
many years in advance, the Epihphany
proclamation still has value. It is a reminder
of the centrality of the resurrection of the
Lord in the liturgical year and the
importance of the great mysteries of faith
which we celebrate each year.

Dear brothers and sisters,

The glory of the Lord has shone upon us,
and shall ever be manifest among us,
until the day of his return.

Over the next few weeks, if you were to stroll around Prague
or Budapest or Krakéw, you might see curious grafitti
scratched in chalk over some doorways:

“20 + C + M + B + 07.” The families dwelling behind those
doors have celebrated the Epiphany door blessing. They have
gathered before the feast-day meal, probably after Mass, and
the head of the family has traced the

sign of the cross on the piece of chalk.

Standing on a ladder, the leader traces

the numbers for the new year, and the

letters C M B for Christus Mansionem

Benedicat, Latin for “May Christ bless

this house.” The letters also point to the

names that tradition has assigned to

the mysterious magi, Caspar, Melchior,

and Balthasar—although scripture tells

us nothing of their number, their country, or their names.

The blessing speaks of journeys ended and journeys begun
at the doorway, and prays that all journeys be as satisfying as
was the magi’s. It prays that the house beyond the door have
the quality of love and peace that the magi marveled at when
they at last arrived in Bethlehem. In some countries where the
Soviet Union tried to impose a harsh atheism, the vigor of this
household custom survived all efforts to erase Christian
customs. In the years of struggle, the chalked blessings were a
pervasive sign of defiance, and now in the light of new
freedoms, they are a sign of the resilience of our tradition and
the fulfillment of the magi’s quest for meaning and peace.
