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We are conducting our third annual campaign for a new Pastoral Center. Recently | met with our
Pastoral Council and ministry heads to discuss our vision for St. Peter and St. Paul Church. We
agreed that our mission is first and foremost the need to make the name of Jesus Christ more
known and loved. Our new Pastoral Center will provide much needed meeting and classroom
areas to minister to individuals and families who come to us so that our parish vision will be fulfilled.

Our financial goal is to raise a minimum of $5 million. This is the estimated amount needed to undertake and
complete this vital project. To date, we have received more than $3 million in cash and pledges due to the careful
stewardship of gifts previously made and through the generosity of donors to our annual campaigns.

Recently the Planning Commission of the City of Rancho Cucamonga gave final approval to our Pastoral Center
plans. We also signed a contract with the architect who is designing our new Pastoral Center. The next step with
the City will be to submit the drawings for the plan check and permit approval. As things continue to move forward, |
will keep you apprised of our progress.

Since less than one in four of our registered parishioners have responded so far, | am encouraged by how much
we will raise once we have heard from everyone. Over the next several weekends we will be asking for everyone to
make their one-time gift, pledge, affirm the gift they have already made, or indicate that they are unable to make a
gift of Treasure.

Our campaign response cards have been designed to accommodate every individual and household regardless of
their circumstances. Response cards will be distributed in conjunction with the homily. They will be completed and
returned during each Mass.

This process will occur over three weekends since not everyone is at Mass every week, and since we have such a
large number of friends, guests and visitors. There is a place to respond for everyone; for example, if you have
already made your one-time gift or pledge, if you are unable to make a financial gift, or if you need assistance is
completing a gift of stock there is a place on the card to so indicate.

If everyone responds, whether or not they are able to financially support this effort, | will be grateful. If everyone
who is capable of making a one-time gift or pledge does so, | am confident that we will not only eventually reach our
goal of $5 million, but exceed it!

Nuestro nuevo centro pastoral proporcionard areas muy necesarias para reuniones y salas de clase para poder servir a
los individuos y a las familias que vienen a nuestra parroquia, y de tal modo podremos satisfacer la visién para nuestra
parroquia.

When something
given or done for us does not totally meet our expectations,
we can still offer a word of praise.

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‘Not So Ordinary Time’

For those who may be old enough to remember, you might recall the old Church calendar and how the year was
structured. We used terms such as the ‘Fourth Sunday After Epiphany’ or the ‘Twenty-Third Sunday After Pentecost’. All
Sundays were termed according to their relation to the previous major feast day.

After the Second Vatican Council, better known as Vatican Il, the church eliminated those terms and ‘Ordinary Time’
became the norm for all weeks outside the major holy seasons. The term ordinary, in this case, does not denote a lack of importance
by any means. It actually comes from the Latin word ‘ordinarius’ simply meaning regular or usual.

In the pre-Vatican Il Church, the Mass was always celebrated in Latin throughout the world. Since the majority of the faithful did not
understand the language, they participated in the Mass several different ways. They prayed silently using a personal book of prayers;
they followed along with an English translation while the priest spoke in Latin; some prayed the rosary; some arrived after the readings
and only received communion; others left imnmediately once they had received. (Some things never change, do they?)

The Tridentine Mass, so named at The Council of Trent in 1570, allowed the Mass to be celebrated in various forms. The two most
common were, High Mass which was sung by the priest taking up to two hours, or Low Mass, celebrated with no music, taking about
45 minutes. As a child, | remember entering the church and looking to see how many candles were lit on the altar. Two candles
indicated a Low Mass and six or more meant the High Mass. (Obviously, we as children, always hoped for two candles.) The
Tridentine Mass used only one cycle of readings and the same ones were repeated year after year. Old Testament selections were

not used and only the Epistles and Gospels were heard.

Vatican Il not only replaced the Latin with the vernacular (the native language of each country), it also re-structured the cycle from
one year to three years, cycles ‘A’, ‘B’, & ‘C'. If you attend Mass every day for three years, (including daily Mass) you will hear most of

the major readings taken from most of scripture.

Ordinary time simply means that we have a certain order in the way we structure our rites. For example, the readings flow in such a
way that we are able to hear the entire Gospel of Luke in Year ‘C’. The same goes for the Letters written by St. Paul. Because of this
structure, we are able to reflect and meditate on the readings and prayers as we hear them. We recite and respond to all of the
prayers and music in our own language. We can more appreciate the beautiful words and music that make up the Liturgy and our

celebration of Eucharist.

After experiencing the closest thing to heaven on Earth by hearing the Word of God and receiving Jesus in the Eucharist, we desire
not to leave after communion, but to remain after Mass and dwell on the great gifts that God has given to us. We do this by entering
into a more reflective state, staying and sharing with one another and truly forming one ‘Body of Christ'.

When this happens, it is surely time to unite with the
strength and courage of Jesus, as this grieving mother did.

Let us pray for all who suffer such great loss.
