Nurture and Share your Catholic Faith!
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Prophets and Angels and Saints, Oh My!!

We all remember Dorothy in the Wizard of Oz and how she walked down the yellow brick road in search of the
‘Emerald City’. She and her fellow companions were seeking different things and their only hope was to find the Great
‘Oz’. He was the only one, or so they thought, who could offer Dorothy a way home. He was the only one who could offer
the gifts of knowledge (a brain), confidence (courage) and love (a heart) for her companions. They set off on their journey
where they encountered obstacles along the way, but their desire of obtaining these gifts, helped them to carry on. They
sang..."We're off to see the Wizard, the wonderful Wizard of Oz.... because of the wonderful things he does”

We too, as Catholics, are on a journey. Our journey takes us on a road where we are seeking “The Wisdom of God” and we strive
to be a part of His kingdom. Our faith tells us that we are not alone on this journey. Through all of church history, we have had the
prophets of the Old Testament, the saints of the Church and all of the angels, in heaven together, accompany us on the way to the
kingdom. We can’t see them, but we hear them speak to us through the bible and in our church traditions.

Every Sunday, when we come to Mass, we pray along with the angels and saints. At every Mass, we pray in the creed... “He has
spoken through the prophets”. At the Preface, we say...“And so we join the angels and saints in proclaiming your glory:” In the
Eucharistic Prayer, we say... “We honor Mary...We honor Joseph, her husband...Peter, Paul, Andrew...and all the saints.” We, as
Catholics, believe in the communion of saints. We believe that we have a guardian angel by our side at all times. We have all been in
a situation where a split second decision, a delay or a tug on our heart has made us do something to avoid danger. You may have
slept through the alarm and left late for work, only to get on the freeway and discover that there had been a fatal accident that
occurred at about the same time you travel that road every day. You may have prayed hard to be given courage and strength through
an illness or a loss of a loved one. You may have ignored your better judgment or your first instinct and put yourself in harms way,
kicking yourself for not trusting that instinct.

Whether you believe that you have a guardian angel by your side or not, the Church does, (Psalm 91:11) “For he will command his
angels concerning you to guard you in all your ways.” There are numerous verses in scripture where we find that guardian angels are
real. (1 Kings 19:5; Daniel 6:22; Matthew 18:10; Luke 16:22 & Acts 12:7) When we come to Mass on Sunday, our angels accompany
us. They, along with all of the saints of God, join us in praising and honoring our God. Our guardian angel desires that we bring with
us all of our joys, all of our sorrows, gratitude and thanksgiving. They then place these gifts before the altar, as an offering to the
Father.

Each one of us comes to Mass on Sunday with different offerings. Our guardian angels, carrying our offerings in a beautiful vessel,
follow those chosen to bring the gifts to the altar. The person who has just lost a husband offers her sorrows; the person who has just
landed a new job offers his joy; and the person who has been healed of cancer offers his thanks. The person who comes to church,
not wanting to be there and not ‘feeling’ like participating in the Mass, sends his/her angel to the altar with an empty vessel. The first
three angels come to the altar with gladness. The fourth angel comes to the altar with sadness.

This is a picture that repeats itself over and over again every Sunday. Our Church is a church full of people who come from all
different walks of life. In the communion line, the millionaire walks alongside the person who just lost his job. The patient with terminal
cancer walks alongside the mother who has recently given birth. The one who is praying for a healing is walking with one who may be
ready to give up. Our strength is given to us in the Eucharist and we live out the Gospel by recognizing that our Church is much bigger
than we are, as individuals, families or parishes.

Our God has made us a promise. He will never leave us or abandon us. He sent us His Son, who left us with The Holy Spirit.
Together with all of the prophets, all of the angels and saints, we trust and believe in the fulfillment of that promise. We are all on a
journey...a journey that may have many obstacles. We are not alone. We receive encouragement from our family and friends along
the way. This confidence and great desire leads us to the Eternal City...the Heavenly Jerusalem...the Kingdom Of God.

Our song should be... “We are off to seek the ‘Wisdom’, the wonderful ‘Wisdom of God'... because of the wonderful things He
does.”

e are living in a transitional phase between an institutionally constituted Christianity and
one that is mystically internalized... Christianity will become a mystical religion or else have no
future.

Our understanding of Jesus Christ is not of the Christ from above, as the theological fathers
describe him, nor the Christ from below, as the modern theologians endeavor to characterize
him, but the “Christ from within,” who reveals himself to us through our mystical encounter with
him.

Christendom is now entering its mystical stage... in which we should begin to relate to Jesus
as friend. | have reservations about “mystical”... but “friendship with Jesus” recommends itself
because it concerns our external contacts with him as much as our internal relationship. We see
Jesus before us as a human being and we feel ourselves inwardly connected to him... His is the
voice of a friend who understands us and reveals his heart to us, who makes severe demands
on us yet bestows on us rest and joy.
