My Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Lent is a season of repentance and prayer and | take this time to update you about a situation concerning the Diocese of San Diego
that is both sad and requires our prayers.

The issue of sexual abuse of children and adults by members of the clergy and Church employees has been a tragedy for victims of
abuse and the entire Body of Christ. This past Tuesday, February 27, 2007, the Most Rev. Robert Brom, Bishop of the Diocese of San
Diego announced that it was necessary to file a petition in bankruptcy court for Chapter 11 Reorganization due to the failure of
settlement negotiations’ with those who allege to have been sexually abused by clergy of the Diocese of San Diego.

In July of 1936 the Diocese of San Diego was created from the Diocese of Monterey / Los Angeles. At the time of its creation its
territory included what we now know to be San Bernardino and Riverside Counties. In November of 1978 that territory became our
diocese, the Diocese of San Bernardino. So from July of 1936 to November of 1978 most of our parishes were part of the Diocese of
San Diego. Sadly, prior to our creation as a diocese, allegations of sexual abuse of minors have come forward that have led to
lawsuits against the Diocese of San Diego.

Bishop Brom worked diligently to try and come to a resolution that would fairly compensate victims of sexual abuse and still allow
the Diocese of San Diego to continue its religious mission. Sadly, that resolution was not attainable.

Many of you are concerned about what this means for us, the Catholic Community of San Bernardino and Riverside. The Diocese
of San Bernardino also faces some lawsuits of its own. At this time, the Diocese of San Bernardino does not anticipate having to
resort to measures similar to that of the Diocese of San Diego. | believe we have sufficient insurance coverage and indemnification to
insure we can compensate victims and continue to carry on our mission of preaching the Gospel. For your information, the Diocesan
Development Fund is separately incorporated and your contributions and gifts that are given to support the spiritual work of the
Church will not be used to settle cases of clergy sexual abuse.

| ask for your prayers for the Church of San Diego and its people, most especially the victims and their families. Please pray and
support your many fine priests who daily serve your needs, but also feel the shame, embarrassment and betrayal of their brothers
who have committed these crimes.

The Diocese of San Bernardino remains committed to Healing the Body of Christ by continuing our outreach to victims, our efforts
to create a safe environment for our children and ending the scourge of sexual abuse. Lent is about repentance and prayer. As the
Church continues to do penance for the crimes of a few, let us pray for the victims of sexual abuse and a time when our Church and
society will be free of this evil. May God Bless you and your parishes as together we travel the road to Calvary that leads all of us to
the glory of the Resurrection.

Estimados Hermanos y Hermanas en Cristo,

El problema del abuso sexual de nifios y adultos por parte de clérigos y empleados eclesiasticos ha sido una tragedia para las vic-
timas de abuso y para todo el Cuerpo de Cristo. El martes pasado, el 27 de febrero de 2007, Monsefior Robert Brom, Obispo de la
Diécesis de San Diego anuncié que era necesario para la Diécesis de San Diego presentar una solicitud de quiebra ante el tribunal
respectivo conforme al Capitulo 11, Reorganizacion, debido al fracaso de las negociaciones para llegar a un convenio con quienes
alegan haber sido abusados sexualmente por miembros del clero de la Di6cesis de San Diego.

En julio de 1936, se cred la Didcesis de San Diego la cual formaba parte de la Di6cesis de Monterrey/Los Angeles. En el momento
de su creacion, su territorio incluia lo que ahora conocemos como los Condados de San Bernardino y Riverside. En noviembre de
1978, ese territorio se convirtid en nuestra didcesis, la Diécesis de San Bernardino. Por consiguiente, desde julio de 1936 hasta
noviembre de 1978, la mayoria de nuestras parroquias formaban parte de la Didcesis de San Diego. Tristemente, antes de nuestra
creacion como diécesis, se han presentado alegatos de abuso sexual de menores y estos han conducido a litigios en contra de la
Diécesis de San Diego.

El Obispo Brom trabaj6é asiduamente para tratar de llegar a una resolucién que compensaria justamente a las victimas de abuso
sexual y aun permitiria a la Di6cesis de San Diego continuar su mision religiosa. Desafortunadamente, no se logré dicha resolucion.
A muchos de ustedes les preocupa lo que esto significa para nosotros, la comunidad catélica de San Bernardino y Riverside. La
Diécesis de San Bernardino también enfrenta algunos litigios por si misma. En este momento, la Diocesis de San Bernardino no an-
ticipa tener que recurrir a medidas similares a las que recurrié la Diocesis de San Diego. Creo que contamos con suficiente cobertura
de seguro e indemnizacién para asegurar que podemos compensar a las victimas y continuar cumpliendo nuestra misién de procla-
mar el Evangelio. Para su informacion, el Fondo del Desarrollo Diocesano esta incorporado separadamente y sus contribuciones y
donativos que dan para apoyar la labor espiritual de la iglesia no se utilizaran para liquidar casos de abuso sexual por parte de
clérigos.

Les pido sus oraciones por la Iglesia de San Diego y su pueblo, especialmente, las victimas y sus familias, Por favor oren y apoyen
a sus muchos excelentes sacerdotes quienes diariamente sirven sus necesidades, pero que también sienten la verglienza, afrenta y
traicion de sus hermanos que han cometido estos delitos.

La Di6cesis de San Bernardino persiste en su compromiso de Sanar el Cuerpo de Cristo, al continuar nuestro ministerio a las victi-
mas, nuestros esfuerzos para crear un ambiente seguro para nuestros nifios y poner fin a la calamidad del abuso sexual. La
Cuaresma llama al arrepentimiento y a la oracion. Mientras la Iglesia continda haciendo penitencia por los delitos de unos cuantos,
oremos por las victimas de abuso sexual y por un tiempo en que la Iglesia y la sociedad se vean libres de este mal. Que Dios les
bendiga a ustedes y a sus parroquias mientras juntos recorremos el camino del Calvario que nos lleva a todos a la gloria de la Resur-
reccion.

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“Sign, Sign, Everywhere A Sign...”

..."do this, don’t do that, can’t you read the sign?” Some of you may remember the song from 1970 by the “Five Man
Electrical Band”, possibly the only song they ever made. But it did make a statement about rebellion and revolution
among young people against the ‘establishment’ at the time. Some like to refer to our Church as an ‘establishment’...one
that comes under attack from those who least understand it. The primary function of the Church, established by Jesus Christ two
thousand years ago, is not to make rules and regulations but to spread the good news to all. The song resented ‘signs’ that told them
what they could and could not do...what they could and could not wear...what they could and could not say. Well, maybe the song
did have an impact. Here we are thirty-seven years later, and people are doing what they want to do...wearing what they want to
wear and... saying what they want to say, no matter whom it offends. The mantra then was... “If it feels good, do it” and it seemed to
grow into a “whatever | want” mentality.

What some people don’t seem to realize is that the Catholic Church is not an ‘establishment’, but a “way of life”. Jesus Christ
entrusted His Church to Peter and the disciples. They were to use the gifts of the Holy Spirit they received at Pentecost to spread the
good news. One of the ways they did this was by using signs and symbols to which the human senses could relate. They used water
to baptize...oil to strengthen...and bread and wine to make Jesus present. Even though these worldly elements were things used in
everyday life, they became signs of a greater reality. They were used so that we could become children of God in baptism
(water)...confirmed in the Holy Spirit (oil)... and receive Jesus...Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity (bread and wine).

These signs, used from the beginning of the church, are called sacraments. The early church also used symbols to express who
they were and what they believed. The cross was one of the first symbols used to honor the instrument used to put Jesus to death. If
Jesus had been put to death by hanging, we might be wearing a rope and noose around our necks instead of a cross. Very early in
Church history, images of Jesus, the disciples and the Blessed Mother became popular. Artists would paint and sculpt them to be
used for the churches being built at the time. Prayer beads evolved into what we now call rosaries, which the monks used in praying
the psalms. All of these things helped people feel closer to God and gave them something to touch, to see and to feel.

These symbols, used throughout the history of the church, are referred to as sacramentals.

So what is the difference between a sacrament and a sacramental...a sign and a symbol? A sacrament is a reality. When received,
it brings us sanctifying grace from God through the power of the Holy Spirit. It is an action of God that cannot be taken away. The
Sacraments were instituted by Christ so that He may continue to live in our hearts and in our souls. The authority to administer them
was given to the disciples by Jesus in the sacrament of Holy Orders. We call this Apostolic Succession because this authority is
passed on from the Apostles. Every Catholic priest can trace his ordination, as an unbroken chain, all the way back to St. Peter and
St. Paul.

A sacramental, on the other hand, even though it may be blessed and considered holy, is simply a symbol of our faith. It is a tool
that enables us to remember who we are and what we believe. The cross around our neck reminds us, and others, that we belong to
Christ. It is merely a piece of wood or metal, but what it symbolizes is a “way of life”. The bible is also a sacramental. It is a book with
words written on pages. Even though it contains the Word of God, it is only a book. The true Word of God is heard, lived and shared. |
wouldn’t think any Christian would resort to violence because someone destroyed or desecrated a bible. Sure, we would be upset, but
even if every bible in the world were destroyed, the Word would live on in our hearts. We would continue to share that Word with our
children... just as the Hebrew people did for centuries, without a written document.

Let's not be afraid to use and/or wear the signs and symbols of our faith so that... “Jesus Christ may become more known and
more loved”. Then we can say...“thank you Lord for thinking about me, I'm alive and doing fine.”

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Have you had an experience that caused you to see someone in a completely new light? Perhaps you saw your daughter in cap and
gown at her graduation. Perhaps your brother held his newborn baby in his arms. Perhaps your father performed an unexpected act of
compassion, or your mother revealed courage that had previously been hidden from you. You may have been tongue-tied, not
knowing how to relate to the person who had been transfigured before your very eyes. In the Gospel today the disciples of Jesus see
him in a completely new light. His face is “changed in appearance” and they don’'t know what to say or do. Before the disciples can
respond appropriately to Jesus they must learn to believe their eyes and ears—that Jesus is the “chosen Son” of God.

'( I'.&.)0.

We also need to learn to believe our eyes and ears if we are to respond appropriately to Christ. In the second reading today Paul

urges us to imitate him. Paul, who once saw Jesus in a wholly negative light, experienced the real presence of the risen Lord on the

road to Damascus. Gradually he learned to believe that Jesus is the Lord, the Son of God, and it changed his whole life. Paul began

to imitate the Christ he preached. In this way Christ was transfiguring Paul “to conform with his glorified body.”

The season of Lent invites us to believe more deeply in the Real Presence of the risen Lord in the Eucharist. When experienced

through the eyes and ears of faith, an ordinary community, mere words, simple bread and wine are transfigured before our eyes—and

so are we. Little by little we learn how to respond to the chosen Son of God in whom we believe. The more we believe, the more

Christ will do in us what he did in Paul and Peter, John and James. He will transfigure us into the real presence of Christ for the world.
