My Dear Friends, 
 
This past Wednesday, I had the wonderful opportunity to speak 
to the Candidates for the Adult Confirmation.  These fine men 
and women will receive the Sacrament of Confirmation on May 
26, 2007 at St. Paul the Apostle in Chino Hills.  Please keep 
them in your prayers.  Rich Simonis and his Confirmation Team 
do a wonderful job in preparing the Candidates for the 
Sacrament of Confirmation. 
 
That evening, I was asked to speak on the Sacrament of Holy 
Orders and the Sacrament of the Sick.  In my conversation with 
them, I spoke of how blessed we are to have the sacraments 
and in particular, what a blessing to receive the Sacrament of 
the Sick.  While this sacrament is reserved for those with a 
physical illness, it is not limited to just those who are dying.  For 
years it was called the “Last Rites” and “Extreme Unction.”  
While the sacrament certainly is administered toward the end of 
life, there is at times a misconception that one has to be at 
death’s door to receive it, and this simply is not true.  The 
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick gives grace for the state 
into which people enter through sickness.  Through this 
sacrament, one receives renewed confidence and faith in God 
and is strengthened against temptation to discouragement and 
anguish at the thought of death and the struggle of death.  Thus, 
it leads to spiritual healing with forgiveness of sins and 
sometimes, to bodily healing as well. 
 
The oil used in the sacrament is blessed by the Bishop at the 
Chrism Mass.  As you know, we have placed the oil of the 
Chrism and the oil of the Catechumen at the entrance of the 
church.  In the prayer of the anointing, the priest says the 
following:  “Through this holy anointing, may the Lord in His love 
and mercy help you with the grace of the Holy Spirit.  May the 
Lord who loves you free you from your sins, save you, and raise 
you up.”  It is my prayer that all of us come to a greater 
appreciation of this sacrament and will avail ourselves to 
request it when we are sick.

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   For Christians, it is the time when we try to trim away some 
inessentials, and return to and refresh the things that are at the 
real center of our lives.  What are the things that really matter? 
...to find a little more time to be still, to wait quietly 
...to let go of some of the less important things 
...to “give up something” 
...to reach out to those in need, and in doing so we discover 
something of our own brokenness and our need to be forgiven 
   By making things a little simpler, a little less cluttered, we are 
able to see more clearly the things that are important.  Love, 
justice, forgiveness, prayer.  Being "religious", and doing 
"religious things" are not the point of Lent.  If we let them 
become the point, then we remain stuck in "religion" and never 
discover God. 
   Lent can be a turning point in our life.  We reflect on the 
gospel readings and their message of the sacredness of every 
human life and the blasphemy of unnecessary poverty and 
hunger.  We live out these truths in our prayer and action.  In 
becoming a person with prayer and the search for justice at 
the heart of our life we start to know God.   And getting to 
know God is the real point of living in this world.

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   Ash Wednesday is not observed by Eastern Christians, perhaps 
because, at least in Orthodox practice, weekdays are not proper 
days for the Divine Liturgy. Typically, “Great Lent” has a bit of a 
prelude. On “Meatfare Sunday” the faithful have their last chance to 
eat meat for the entire period of Great Lent. A week later, 
“Cheesefare Sunday” has dairy on the menu for the last time until 
Pascha (Easter). At twilight on Cheesefare Sunday, officially called 
“Sunday of Forgiveness.” the church gathers for “Forgiveness 
Vespers.” The faithful identify with Adam and Eve, forgiving one 
another in order to experience God’s forgiveness. The desire to set 
aside all bitterness, and to achieve harmony and reconciliation in the 
family and with one’s neighbors gives a remarkable energy to the 
transition into the days of penitence. At the end of the vespers 
liturgy, the décor of the church is changed to reflect the new season. 
   How is your Lenten fast going? Imagine the Eastern tradition. No 
meat, no fish, no dairy, no wine or oil. Some traditions permit 
vegetable oil; everyone goes without olive oil. Happily, strict fasting 
is not permitted on the Sabbath or the Lord’s Day, so on Saturday 
and Sunday the fast is somewhat mitigated, and wine and oil are 
allowed. If the Feast of the Annunication falls during Great Lent, then 
fish may be served.

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TAKE A HIKE! 
 

We have some very good friends who belong to a Protestant, non-denominational church and I would consider them to 
be great witnesses of what it is to be good Christians. They have a deep love for God and are very active in their church 
community. They raised their children with Christian ideals and have a solid moral ethic. 

    Once, while having dinner together, we were talking about what we do when we travel. We mentioned that we always look for a 
Catholic Church wherever we are staying so that we can plan our activities around going to Mass. They seemed to find that rather odd 
and commented… “Oh, we don’t go to church when we travel, we’re on vacation!” It made me stop and think… Why do I go to church 
when I am traveling? It must be the teaching of the church based on the Third Commandment… to keep holy the Lord’s Day. We, as 
Catholics, have an obligation (I like to call it an opportunity) to go to Mass on Sunday…every Sunday…not just when we are home. 
    The fact of the matter is, if I don’t go to Mass on Sunday when vacationing, I would be making a statement that receiving Jesus in 
the Eucharist isn’t quite as important as say, lounging on the beach, parasailing, horse-back riding or taking a hike in the mountains. 
We are called to recognize that we are members of a Church that has been around for two thousand years. Our Church has been 
honoring the Lord’s day, on Sundays, the same way, since the time of the Apostles. 
    As some of my friends would say… “I don’t go to church when I’m traveling. I don’t want to be confined to an unfamiliar church in a 
town where I know no one. Besides, there are beautiful hills that God created so close to our hotel and I can take a hike and pray to 
Him while I observe His glorious creation.” Sounds like a pretty good argument to me…being with God in nature, vs. being with a 
bunch of people I don’t know, in a stuffy church with a different priest.  
    As Catholics, we should never feel that we are ‘not at home’ in any Catholic Church, anywhere in the world. Throughout the 
Universal Church, every Sunday, we hear the same readings, recite the same prayers and receive the same Eucharist. We are united 
with our brothers and sisters in Europe, Africa and Asia as well as Upland, Ontario and Fontana.  
    But wait, you say, I have beautiful mountains at home and I can go hiking there as well. I don’t need to go to church to worship God; 
I can praise Him while I’m hiking through the beautiful streams and forests. In His book, Precious As Silver, Archbishop George 
Niederauer of San Francisco states that this is a choice that many people prefer and that is their prerogative. But we, as Catholics are 
not a people who believe that … “Jesus on the night He was betrayed, gathered with his friends in the upper room, turned to them and 
said, “Go take a hike in memory of me.”  
    Rather, we believe that Jesus, on the night before he died, took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to his apostles saying, 
“Take this and eat, this is my body.”   Jesus then took a cup and gave it to them, saying… “All of you must drink from it, for this is my 
blood.”  He then said, “Do this as a remembrance of me.” 
    On Sunday, the Lords day, then and now, the disciples of Jesus gather and celebrate Eucharist, doing this in memory of Him. We 
believe it gives so much more meaning to everything about our lives. This sets the tone for everything we do for the entire week, 
including that hike through the beautiful mountains that God created. Yes, gathering as a community, listening to God’s Word, praying 
and coming to the table together is what we were asked to do by our Lord.  This has not changed for two thousand years. The Mass 
comes from Jesus, and like Him, it is the same…yesterday… today and tomorrow.  
    I’m all for enjoying God’s work in nature, but I believe that if we are going to follow the example of the Apostles, we must do what 
they did. They were certainly outdoors quite a bit, yet He never said to them… “Go enjoy nature and do whatever you want to do in 
remembrance of me.”  They were instructed, as we also are, by the Teacher, Jesus Christ, to receive His Body and Blood and go forth 
to serve each other. In doing this we can be grateful for all creation. 
    So, when you plan your next vacation and reserve your room or campsite, make sure to also reserve a space at your local Catholic 
Church. This way you can thank God and ask Him to bless you and keep you safe while you are enjoying His creation.
