He 
expects the same generosity from his older son. He wants all 
to rejoice when the lost one is found. 
This is a Sunday for rejoicing. It’s time to pause, consider, 
and encourage one another. We are the prodigal children 
heading home. We are the elder siblings waiting with the 
eager Father, who scans the horizon. In Christ Jesus we are 
reconciled to the Father and one another. In his death and 
resurrection we have passed over. We are a new creation. In 
this we rejoice.

My Dear Friends, 
 

    Last week, when I was at lunch with one of my priest 
friends, we observed a family across from us at a nearby 
table.  Before their meal arrived, they spent a 
considerable time in prayer.  The prayer was spoken in a 
very prayerful and quiet way.  I was very much impressed 
with the powerful example of their faith in God.

Pour forth, we beseech Thee, O Lord, Thy 
grace into our hearts that we, to whom the 
incarnation of Christ, Thy Son, was made  

known by the message of an angel, may by 
His Passion and Cross be brought to the 

glory of His Resurrection, through the same 
Christ Our Lord.

    She was impressed that the Diocese gave a good 
example of the importance of pausing in our day to pray 
and give thanks to God. 
    We never know what effects a good act will have on 
those who observe it.  The Catechism of the Catholic 
Church teaches that, “The vocation of humanity is to 
show forth the image of God and to be transformed into 
the image of the Father’s only Son.”  We are all called to 
do that in various ways and in different circumstances, 
whether it is praying in a restaurant, or a kind gesture to 
another human being in a public forum.  A good act will 
always bear some type of fruit.  I recall, for instance, a 
couple of years ago, sitting on a plane next to a 
gentleman who took out his rosary and began to pray the 
rosary.  That called me to a certain awareness of the 
presence of God.  The reality is that we never know who 
is watching when we perform a good act, and we never 
know the fruit that it will bear.

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 Where is He…Really?    
 

Most of the faithful have probably figured out by now why Catholics come to Mass on Sundays. It’s not for the music…it’s 
not for the great preaching…it’s not for the beautiful scenery (although I do like the mountains as a back drop!)… it’s not 
for entertainment or even to obtain an emotional ‘high’. Not that any of these things are bad, in and of themselves, in fact 

if we have good music, good preaching and a clear day… that is a wonderful thing. 
    The greater purpose that we, as Catholics, recognize is that when we come to Mass, we come to see Jesus.  When we walk into 
our church, we enter into sacred space. We leave the secular world behind us and we enter into a House of Prayer…a holy 
tabernacle… a place where all are welcome… saints and sinners.  
    OK, so what do we tell a complete stranger who walks in for the first time, and wonders where Jesus is?  How can we explain what 
even we, as cradle Catholics, find difficult to understand?  This person walks into our church and doesn’t understand our 
faith…doesn’t know what the pretty gold box behind the altar is…and doesn’t quite understand the reason that the priest dresses the 
way he does. This is where we, the faithful, come in. 
    We believe that Jesus is present in four different ways when we enter our sacred space. He is present in the priest…He is present 
in the scriptures…He is present in the people and He is most certainly present in the Eucharist…Body Blood, Soul and Divinity. 
    Let’s discuss how He is present in the people. How can someone walk into our church and see Jesus? The answer is as simple as 
looking at you and me. The second Vatican Council felt so strongly about our role as laity that they wrote a document about us. It is 
called The Decree on the Apostolate of the Laity and it says many things, but the one statement that stands out is: 
 

For this the Church was founded:  that by spreading  the kingdom of Christ everywhere for the glory of God the Father, she 
might bring all men to share in Christ’s saving red emption….  All activity of the Mystical Body directe d to the attainment of 
this goal is called the apostolate, and the Church carries it on in various ways through all her membe rs. For by its very 
nature the Christian vocation is also a vocation to  the apostolate…. The member who fails to make his/h er proper 
contribution to the development of the Church must be said to be useful neither to the Church nor to h imself. 
 

    Pretty strong words, but that is how serious the Church takes our role of not just being followers of Christ, but disciples as well. 
When the stranger walks into our church, the first thing he should see is Christ…in us. We are called to be welcoming and loving to 
all, not just our friends and acquaintances. We are to be ministers of hospitality.  
    This duty does not fall exclusively on our ushers or welcoming committee. If we volunteer for a ministry, or work at the church 
school or office, it does not make one person more important than the other. The church certainly needs volunteers and ministers, but 
the primary function of all Catholics is to make Christ present in the assembly.

It is our calling as disciples to be Christ to those people and to make them feel welcomed 
and loved. Something as simple as a smile or a hello can make all the difference in the way someone feels when he/she enters our 
church. This way, Christ is present to all who walk through the doors of St. Peter and St. Paul Catholic Church, and…our mission shall 
be accomplished. We are called as disciples to always be Jesus to others.  He even teaches us how to do just that …

"LET US CELEBRATE WITH A FEAST" 
As we leave winter behind and enter into the home stretch of our Lenten journey we have good reason to celebrate. We know that 
with each new sunrise we will enjoy more warmth and daylight. We know also that Christ, our risen "Sun," is bringing more and more 
warmth and light into the world with each new day. How better to celebrate than with a feast! The first reading, the psalm, and the 
Gospel for this Sunday all refer to feasts. Each of these feasts celebrates what the psalm calls "the goodness of the Lord" (Psalm 
34:9). The spring Passover festival in the reading from Joshua celebrates God's gift of the land of Canaan to the Israelites. In the 
Gospel parable the father doesn't give a thought to his prodigal son's sins or to his own injured feelings. He proclaims, "Let us 
celebrate with a feast!" (Luke 15:23). He then leaves his own banquet to encourage his elder son to "celebrate and rejoice, because 
your brother was dead and has come to life again" (Luke 15:32).  

 

MINISTRY OF RECONCILIATION 
All three of these feasts point to the one banquet that we will celebrate in the promised land of heaven, and that we anticipate in the 
Eucharistic banquet. At the Eucharist we celebrate the infinite forgiveness and love God has shown us in Christ. However, we are not 
simply to relax at the table and drink in our own forgiveness. St. Paul reminds us that God has "given us the ministry of 
reconciliation" (2 Corinthians 5:18).  Like the brothers in the parable, God's generosity to us should open our hearts to forgive and ask 
forgiveness of our brothers and sisters in Christ. Like the father in the parable, we are to be "ambassadors for Christ," extending "the 
message of reconciliation" (2 Corinthians 5:19, 20) to all those who need Christ's reconciling forgiveness. The heavenly banquet will 
not be complete until all people come to the feast and "taste and see the goodness of the Lord" (Psalm 34:9).

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   Divine Mercy Sunday is celebrated on the Second Sunday of Easter. It was established by Pope John Paul II 
at the canonization of St. Maria Faustina on April 30, 2000. Many Cardinals, Bishops and Priests have read 
the Diary of St. Faustina and have come to realize the important significance of this feast.  These revelations, 
given by our Lord, were meant for all humanity. 
   Divine Mercy Sunday is a  convergence of all the mysteries and graces of Holy Week and Easter Week.  We 
can think of it as a lens that focuses the light of the Risen Christ into a radiant beam of merciful love and grace 
for the whole world. 
   Jesus revealed to St. Faustina that it was his desire that we celebrate this "Feast of Mercy,"  which emerged 
from the very depths of his tenderness.  In her visions Jesus also told her... "It is my desire that it be solemnly 
celebrated on the first Sunday after Easter.  Mankind will not have peace until it turns to the Fount of My 
Mercy."  
   Our Lord revealed to St. Faustina His desire to literally flood us with His graces on that day.  One of the 
desires that He expressed about Divine Mercy Sunday, which are recorded in the main passage of the Diary, 
passage 699, about Mercy Sunday:  "It is My desire that it be solemnly celebrated on the first Sunday after 
Easter." 
   On April 15th, beginning at 1:00 pm, St. Peter and St. Paul Parish will be hosting a two mile procession through the streets of Alta 
Loma.
