Sacrament of the Sick
The Sacrament of the Sick is a Sacrament offered by the
Church for healing in sickness. This sickness may be physi-
cal, mental or emotional. Anyone of any age can receive the
Sacrament as often as needed, but not usually not less than a
3 month period.
